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Dear Parents and Guardians 
 
The author Roald Dahl once said: 
 
ñAdolescents make a lot of decisions that nine years olds would say was a dumb thing to do.ò 
 
Last term, I attended the annual Independent Schoolsô Conference, where one of the 
keynote speakers was Professor Harlene Hayne from the University of Otago, a specialist in 
developmental psychology.  Professor Hayne has just completed a major study which looked 
at why adolescents behave as they do?  This research found that changes in brain function 
continue until 22 to 25 years of age and that the prefrontal cortex (i.e. the area of the brain 
that controls attention span, perseverance, organisation, critical thinking, planning and 
problem solving) actually is the last to fully develop.  In fact, the World Health Organisation 
(WHO), as a result of such brain research, is actually proposing to change the designation of 
adolescence from 12 to 18, to from 8 until 22 years of age.  The report warns that biological 
age is not a reliable measure of emotional intelligence and that the last brain functions to 
mature are those that control impulses and judgement of risk. 
 

Professor Hayne noted that while our childrenôs lives are more supervised than they used to 
be (i.e. both parents at work, so paid childcare; a greater fear by parents of traffic and crime 
has restricted free play).  Teenage life is now much less restricted (i.e. no parents often at 
home, mobile phones, internet, independent access to money through ATMs and EFTPOS, 
etc). 
 
While the report has huge ramifications for current law reform on the driving age and the 
liquor law, its main message was that 20% of New Zealand adolescents behave in a way that 
potentially can damage the rest of their lives. 
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The study looked at alcohol use by Otago University and high school students.  It found 50 to 
60% of males were involved in binge drinking on a weekly basis (i.e. six drinks per episode) 
while 30% of males and 5% of females were involved in what was regarded as extreme 
drinking (i.e. 16 drinks per episode).  While surveys of Dunedin High School students found 
similar results with only 32% at a problem level.  When these results were presented to the 
young people, they couldnôt see the problem.  They identified this level of intoxication as just 
a normal side effect of socialising. 
 
In constraint, the research found that the adolescence drinking habits created major risks: 
 
Increased Motor Impairment -The bodyôs protection mechanism is affected.  The brain 
becomes more susceptible to memory problems.  Scans of someone exposed to heavy 
alcohol use showed them working much slower and strongly reduced cognitive activity.  
While their surveys of young people involved in alcohol abuse had more sexual partners, 
unprotected sex, STDs, had a greater number of car accidents and had a greater risk of 
addiction later in life. 
 
The report also found there was a strong correlation between risk taking and the status of 
brain development.  Interestingly, it also established that sleep behaviour was also an 
important factor in young peopleôs behaviour.  Adolescences on average require nine hours 
of sleep per night, but most are sleep deprived and this trend increases with age.  The 
survey found that the sleep patterns of each year level were: 
   12 years on average 500 minutes 
   16 years on average 450 minutes 
   18 years on average 425 minutes 
 
But Professor Hayneôs argues they need 550 to avoid sleep debt.  Many adolescences have 
changed their brain rhythm, creating a ónight-owlô effect, where over a period of time the brain 
has been programmed to go to sleep after 1.00pm to accommodate their late night electronic 
social networking activities, supported by a culture of energy drink consumption (i.e. with 
high levels of caffeine).  As a result, many adolescents lack processing skills, experience 
memory deficit, anxiety, depression, increased irritability and often have an inability to 
complete complex tasks. 
 
The study also found that social networking is having a huge impact on adolescence.  They 
have a huge fear over being ignored and this forces their regular participation on Facebook.  
In fact the findings indicated that many adolescents would prefer to be bullied than ignored. 
 
For society, the ramifications are that the adolescence brain is extremely vulnerable to insult.  
The effect of alcohol, marijuana, sleep deprivation can be long lasting and carry through into 
adulthood.  While the adolescent brain responds positively to risk, it tends to be impulsive.  It 
concludes, by stressing the need for clear boundaries and consequences for alcohol 
consumption for teenagers, especially given that the functional drinking age is often two to 
three years below the legal age.  Young people need to channel risk taking behaviour to 
other activities (i.e. Tihoi and involvement in sport).  This Otago University study stresses the 
importance of schools and families working together in dealing with drugs such as alcohol - 
the importance of parental guidelines, supervision at parties and open communication with 
teenagers on this issue. 
 
As I reflected on this University study, I came across an editorial in the Taranaki Daily News 
which addressed the response of the media and sections of the community to recent events 
at Kingôs College:

Taranaki Daily News 15/6/11 .... ñSchools certainly have it tough these days.  Not only are 
they expected to be societyôs repository of knowledge and education, but by dint of our own 
laziness or ambivalence, it appears they are also meant to be the main conduit through 
which society imprints its moral codes and standards.  An intoxicated young man is kicked 
out of his school ball and transferred into his familyôs care.  He dies shortly after.  The 
circumstances of his tragic demise are still open to inquiry but the blame quickly shifts to one 
party: The school. 
 
It seems to be part of a trend: that our schools are not only more and more the ambulance at 
the bottom of the cliff, expected to pick up the angry, hungry, neglected, spoilt, violent, drunk 
young members of our society but also the target of abuse and finger pointing when they fail 
to turn those malcontents into healthy, exemplary citizens ready to make a contribution to our 
society.  That finger pointing is rarely turned inward to the source of those children, to the 
parents who gave birth to and nurtured the problems that became so apparent.  Most of us 
understand that such problems as violence and drinking tend to begin at home; more than a 
third of the close to 300 people who responded to a www.taranakidailynews poll on the 
subject blamed the individual or the parents for the binge-drinking culture of students.  Barely 
five percent blamed the schools. 
 
But blame them we still do.  Worse still, we have abandoned them to fend for themselves 
against a societal shift that undermines authority, encourages children to drink at a younger 
age and supplies them with the cheap, powerful alcohol that was simply not available 10 
years ago.  Many schools have adapted.  Some have banned pre- and after-ball parties.  
Some have introduced alcohol and drug testing or are considering it.  Some have even 
banned balls outright because of the problems associated with them.  All schools teach their 
students about the dangers and consequences of substance abuse. 
 
At Kingôs College, Chairman of the Board of Trustees, Peter Ferguson points out; there is 
only so much a school can do.  So if the schools are playing their part, putting such rules in 
place, can we really blame them if something goes horribly wrong?  Yes, if we are keen for 
scapegoats.  But if we are looking for real answers then the real question has to be why we 
continue to tolerate this binge-drinking culture that has grown among our young people. 
 
And if we are really keen to get to the nub of the issue, how much does it reflect the attitudes 
of the wider community?  That of course is all of us, not just the schools.  And not just some 
segments of our society.  Clearly binge-drinking is a problem at all socio-economic levels. 
 
Which brings us to another disturbing idea: maybe binge-drinking is hard-wired; maybe itôs as 
Kiwi as the All Blacks, pavlova and that No 8 fencing wire ingenuity we are so proud of. 
 
Or maybe itôs just the schoolsô fault.ò

In late June our Head of Department ï Mathematics, Mr Gary Judkins, received 
correspondence from the New Zealand Maths Olympiad Committee (NZMOC) advising that 
each year, they select six students to represent New Zealand at the International Maths 
Olympiad (IMO), which in 2012 will be held in Argentina.  Once the results of the National 
Bank Junior Maths Competition are known, the NZMOC make recommendations to Schools 
as to who they may wish to put forward for possible selection, based on these results.

TOP IN NEW ZEALAND FOR ICAS SCIENCE EXAMINATIONS 

 
At the end of Term Two, the School received notification that two senior students have won 
medals in the ICAS Science examinations for achieving the top score in New Zealand for 
their Year level in the 2011 International Competitions run by the University of New South 
Wales.  They are Conor Robson (Year 12) and Chang Zhai (Year 13).  Even more 
impressively, Chang was a recipient of a gold medal for the 2010 ICAS Science 
examinations also.

The following is a report from the production Director, Mr Nick Clothier: 
 
ñOnce again it falls to me to write a wrap-up of the experience that was this yearôs musical! I 
will attempt to give you a feeling of what goes into making one of these things happen. For 
me, the metaphor that applies most, is trying to sail around the world in a boat that you are 
building as you try to navigate through a dangerously rocky strait. While this is happening, 
you find that as captain, you have seventy three first mates and no-one knows where the 
wheel is. But thatôs what makes it so much fun. Musical theatre, to paraphrase that doyen of 
the arts, Forrest Gump, ñis like a box of chocolatesò.  
 
Damn Yankees is a retelling of the Faust legend set in 1950ôs USA. As those of you who saw 
the show will be aware, the motif of the story was baseball which is a game most of us are 
not particularly familiar with. It helped me out to have the concept of what rugby means to 
New Zealand, when trying to understand how Joe Boyd (Sam Armstrong) and his alter ego 
Joe Hardy (Jonathan Eyers) felt about baseball. 
 
The story is a simple one. Boy has girl, boy meets devil, boy leaves girl and gets turned into 
a young guy, boy joins baseball club, wins games, meets succubus, has adventures, is 
accused of match-fixing, hilarity ensues, happy ending. 
 
The cast of this show were dedicated and most of them studiously attended most of the 
rehearsals. American accents came more easily to some than others, but everyone gave a 
huge amount of their time and energy to the process of getting the show on. 
 
As always the cast was supported by a large number of teacher and parent helpers without 
whom we would have been in a good deal of trouble. Mr and Mrs Howard, Mrs Fanning, Mr 
Smith, Mrs McRae, Mrs Embling and Mrs Eyers, through their hard work, ensured that the 
cast were ready and raring to go as the curtains parted each night.  
 
Mr Cowan and his able orchestra provided beautiful music to accompany the singing efforts 
of the actors and personal highlights for me were óThe Gameô (wickedly funny and ably 
delivered) and óWhoôs Got the Painô (forever more I will remember the word ñerpò).

THIRTEENTH IN WORLD BOARD SAILING CHAMPIONSHIP 

 
The following is a report from Year 13 student, Sven Pedersen: 
 
ñFrom the 7th to the 16th of July, I and the rest of the New Zealand Youth Sailing Team 
competed in the biggest regatta of the year, the ISAF Youth Worlds. There were 56 countries 
represented by 450 sailors and our team of 12 competed against the best in the world for our 
respective classes. To be selected for this regatta you have to have won your countryôs 
nationals. 
 
I competed on the RS:X 8.5, the official youth competition board alongside Georgia 
Schofield, the New Zealand rep in the girlôs fleet. The success of the trip was mainly 
dependent on the athleteôs skills in light to moderate winds, but also largely their physical 
preparation and conditioning. 
 
After 12 races I finished 13th out of 33 in the boys fleet and Georgia finished 7th out of 24 for 
the girls. The sailing in Croatia was absolutely awesome and the standard was really high 
this year which was great.  
 
I came away from the regatta with a really clear idea of what I need to work on. For 
upcoming important regattas, such as the Senior Worlds in December, I need better speed in 
about 9 to 11 knots and also better acceleration and height off the start line. Now that I have 
moved up to the Senior Division I will be training on a bigger sail. Next year I will start on my 
Olympic campaign for 2016.ò 
 
We congratulate Sven on his performance in touch international competition at the World 
Championships. 
 

TOP TWENTY RESULT IN WORLD BMX CHAMPIONSHIPS 

 
This 2010/2011 BMX season has overall been a good one for Ryan Lewis.  After winning the 
Oceania Championships in March, it set him up with a good mind set for the national 
championships in North Harbour.  Training went well for the few weeks leading up to 
nationals, but when it came down to the final, the result he was after slipped away leaving 
him in close second.   However, nationals werenôt Ryanôs main focus ï UCI Supercross and 
the World Championships were.  He spent the next three months following a strict training 
programme to wind him up for the 2.5 week European campaign with the New Zealand High 
Performance BMX team.  The New Zealand High Performance BMX team is a combination 
of the top 12 BMX racers from across the country, aged 16 and over, including Sarah Walker 
and Marc Willers, two of the top elite BMX riders on the world stage. 
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This yearôs Worlds campaign begun with the whole team spending a week at the UCI World 
Cycling Centre in Switzerland as soon as school closed on 15th July.  There the team 
acclimatized after the long trip and got to work on their training programme.  The Supercross 
track in Switzerland had big ógapsô (jumps), a huge starting ramp and smooth rhythm 
sections.  Some of the ógapsô at Supercross were getting close to 40ft. 
 
After a weekôs worth of riding, they moved to Copenhagen for the business end of the 
campaign, The World Championship.  Ryan arrived earlier than the rest of the team to 
Copenhagen because he had practice on the Worlds track before the elites.  After arriving on 
Saturday, the first track practice was on Monday.  The track was hard, fast and smooth, 
which suited Ryanôs style perfectly.  There werenôt any real big jumps apart from the third 
triple into the first berm.  The second practice was on Tuesday.  Ryan had the track 
mastered by the end of the Mondayôs practice so Tuesdayôs was for tweaking the small 
things.  Wednesday was a day off and then Thursday was race day.  Race day is broken 
down into stages - three qualifying motos, eighths, quarters, semis and then at the end of the 
day, finals. 
 
With 97 riders racing in the 16 boyôs age group, there were a few riders to pick through to 
find the top eight in the world.  The first three qualifying motos, Ryan got through with three 
firsts, then came the eighths.  This is the stage of the day when it is do or die and things start 
to get dirty on the track.  There are eight riders in a race and only the top four from each 
eighth final go through to the next stage.  Ryan managed to stay on his bike and go on 
through to the quarters with a third.  Unfortunately, Ryan got given lane eight in the quarters 
which means he started on the outside of the track which is not good when youôve got seven 
world-class riders on the inside of you leading into the first berm.  He came out of the gate in 
third and moved across as quickly as possible.  Being on the outside of the rest of them 
didnôt help and he got pushed wide on the first corner by the leaders for the inside, which let 
two more riders get underneath him, putting him into fifth, one place out from the transfer 
spot.  He almost made a pass on the Ecuadorian for fourth on the second corner but made a 
mistake and lost a lot of momentum for the next straight.  He crossed the line in fifth, one 
away from the transfer spot.  His performance over the day puts him in the top 20 of 16 year 
old BMX racers in the world.  While not the result Ryan was looking for, he was never-the-
less happy with how he went and can be very proud of his world ranking. 
 

1ST
 XV SEASON 2011 

 
The 2011 1st XV rugby season started in January with a training camp on the shores of Lake 
Taupo. This camp was used to give the coaches a chance to meet their prospective players 
and for the players to show how fit they were and how keen they were to make the 1st XV 
squad. Many thanks must go to Mark & Karen May for their arrangements and to Gavin and 
Debi Jakes for their support and help in making the two day camp a success. The highlight of 
the camp was the mastering of the assault course at Waioru army base - by most of the 
players. 
 
Once summer sport was over we were left with a very short turn around to prepare for a 
game against a big and powerful St Kentôs side. This game was held as part of the 
celebrations in opening the Old Collegiansô Pavilion. Steve Cole, ex Headmaster at St Paulôs 
and current Headmaster of St Kentôs was honored at this occasion by having the grandstand 
named after him, hence the reason for playing St Kentôs. 
 
The fact that St Kentôs have just recently won the A1 secondary school competition in 
Auckland and are favorites to win the top four this year explains why we struggled to match 
them in this pre-season fixture. 
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Two weeks after this we headed to Australia with the U16 rugby side, the Hockey 1st XI, and 
two Netball teams. Although we ended up playing four games in three days this tour proved 
to be very beneficial in sorting out position and skill levels. The players were a pleasure to 
take away and did their families and the School proud. 
 
After getting back from Australia and playing Hamilton Boysô High 2nd XV, the 2011 squad of 
22 was named and preparations started for our big inter-school match against Hamilton 
Boysô High 1st XV. This match was televised as part of the Rugby Channelôs College Rugby 
Programme. As such the school and a number of the players were involved in a very good 
promo, which featured on the Rugby Channel prior to the game. 
 
Hamilton Boysô High having just returned from Japan as world champions, were always 
going to be very tough to beat. However the 1st XV, led by a man of the match performance 
from captain Hadleigh May, had them worried when the score became 17-17 half way 
through the second half. Two late tries from Hamilton Boysô made the final score 29-17 and 
probably flattered Hamilton Boysô High. It was a fantastic performance by St Paulôs especially 
considering it was the first full game together by the team. 
 
With this game out of the way we settled into our Saturday competition against St Peters, 
Cambridge High School, St Johnôs, Hamilton Boysô High 3rd XV, and Tokoroa High School. A 
lot of the good play shown in the game against Hamilton Boysô High continued and the team 
went through the first round unbeaten. 
 
In the middle of this round, the team competed in a quadrangular tournament, hosted by St 
Paulôs over the Queenôs Birthday weekend. The three other teams in the quad were 
Palmerston North Boysô High School, Tauranga Boysô High School and Whangerei Boysô 
High School. 
 
We played the eventual winners, Palmerston North Boysô High, on the first day and although 
losing 39-10 we completed very well for most of the game. On the second day we played 
Whangarei winning 12-8.  
 
Due to the quadrangular tournament and the game against Hamilton Boysô High 1st XV we 
had two games to catch up before the end of the second round in our Saturday competition. 
This, along with a traditional game against Wanganui Collegiate, meant we ended up playing 
Saturday, Wednesday, Saturday, Wednesday, and Saturday during the last two weeks of the 
term. Add this to House rowing on one of the Wednesdays and the task became too much. 
The 1st XV went into the holiday break very tired and having lost to St Johnôs, who took the 
Tricolor Trophy off us, and Cambridge High School, who were eventual winners of round 
robin play. 
 
During the holidays two of our players Jonty Wood and Hadleigh May were selected in the 
Chiefs U18 Secondary Schoolsô team, which was a great honor for them and the School. 
Both played important roles in the tournament and showed they were not out of place 
amongst the best schoolboy players in New Zealand. 
 
Once back at school in term three it was time to prepare for the semi-final. We played St 
Peterôs and despite having a draw and a win against them in round robin play, they proved 
too good on the day, winning 23-12. This win took St Peterôs to the final against Cambridge, 
which they ended up winning, and the loss meant we had to play St Johnôs in a play-off for 
3rd and 4th.

Theme: Humility 
 
Humility is a quality that most, if not all people, cannot say is a trait they have always 
displayed.  Humility is a quality that means to be modest and respectful. Some people may 
even say that to be humble is the same as having no ego. To be humble is to never glorify 
anything you do, to never boast or to make sure people know that you have done something 
good, when they might not have known. 
 
Have you ever heard the phrase, ñgo eat a piece of humble pieò?  The humble pie exists, 
because back in medieval times the commoners in England had to turn to making pies out of 
offal and cheaper cuts of meat and as a consequence, to higher class citizens who may have 
been boasting or glorifying themselves to the point where they were getting on peoples 
nerves, they would be forced to eat the horrible pie made of offal. Hence the name created, 
óHumble Pieô. 
  
It is often thought that there is a very thin line between being seen as humble and being seen 
as weak. So whatôs the difference? Well the difference is simply that a humble man knows 
that he is great, but recognises God as his greatness. While a weak mean doesnôt have faith 
in himself. This is shown in the quote by C S Lewis, ñHumility is not thinking less of yourself 
but thinking of yourself less.ò 
 
Humility creates respect for others. Since a humble person can realise his inner strengths, he 
then has the confidence to recognise greatness in others. An arrogant 10 year old may think 
heôs better than his friends, because (for example) he is such a great reader, but he also 
recognises that other kids are good at things like sport and Maths. 
 
Many famous leaders have had a very humble outlook on life.  A humble leader, is one that 
puts others ahead of themselves, the type of person that wouldnôt say, ñme firstò instead 
saying, ñyou first my friend.ò  A famous leader who was seen as a humble man was Winston 
Churchill, who was once asked, "Doesnôt it thrill you to know that every time you make a 
speech, the hall is packed to overflowing?" "Itôs quite flattering," replied Sir Winston. "But 
whenever I feel that way, I always remember that if instead of making a political speech I was 
being hanged, the crowd would be twice as big.ò 
 
So why should people even be humble? Being humble has benefits. Humility can help you 
be more content with your life. It is also essential to be an effective learner - something that 
relates to school life, because if you think you know it all, you wonôt be open minded enough 
to seek out new knowledge. 
 
In the film ñSchindlerôs Listò we are shown a man who has a huge ego, he cheats on his wife, 
joins the Nazi party to find ways of earning more money, and doesnôt care if Jews die for it. 
But as time passes, this man, Oscar Schindler, realises what he is doing and he ends up

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changing from a man of indifference to a man of compassion. He spends all of his money on 
saving lives, and asks for nothing in return - something that is truly humbling.

Theme: Cooperation 
 
Some travelers come to a village, carrying nothing more than an empty cooking pot. Upon 
their arrival, the villagers are unwilling to share any of their food stores with the hungry 
travelers. The travelers fill the pot with water, drop a large stone in it, and place it over a fire 
in the village square. One of the villagers becomes curious and asks what they are doing. 
The travelers answer that they are making "stone soup", which tastes wonderful, although it 

still needs a little bit of garnish to improve the flavor, which they are missing. The villager 

does not mind parting with just a little bit of carrot to help them out, so it gets added to the 
soup. Another villager walks by, inquiring about the pot, and the travelers again mention their 
stone soup which has not reached its full potential yet. The villager hands them a little bit of 
seasoning to help them out. More and more villagers walk by, each adding another 
ingredient. Finally, a delicious and nourishing pot of soup is enjoyed by all. 
 
This story talks about the idea of cooperation and teamwork. At first, none of the villagers are 
willing to share any food with the strangers. But as time goes on, more and more people add 
their little bits and pieces to the mix, and a wonderful soup is made. This idea works in 
everyday life. When people work in a group, everyone has their own ideas and opinions, and 
mixed with everyone elseôs, things get done. 
 
ñTeamwork is the ability to work together towards a common vision. Itôs the ability to direct 
individual accomplishments towards organisational objectives. It is the fuel that allows 
common people to attain uncommon results.ò  (Quote by Andre Carnegie.) 
 
That is to say; in order to achieve greatly, you must learn how to work as a team.  
 
TEAM - Together Everyone Achieves More.  
 
Cooperation is about working together towards a common goal. Putting the team before 
yourself. Opening yourself up to others, in order to do better. A teamôs strength lies in its 
differences, not its similarities. 
 
An extract from 1 Corinthians chapter 12 verses 14 to 20 
Even so the body is not made up of one part but of many. 15 Now if the foot should say, 
ñBecause I am not a hand, I do not belong to the body,ò it would not for that reason stop 
being part of the body. 16 And if the ear should say, ñBecause I am not an eye, I do not 
belong to the body,ò it would not for that reason stop being part of the body. 17 If the whole 
body were an eye, where would the sense of hearing be? If the whole body were an ear, 
where would the sense of smell be? 18 But in fact God has placed the parts in the body,

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every one of them, just as he wanted them to be. 19 If they were all one part, where would the 
body be? 20 As it is, there are many parts, but one body. 
 
Corinthians 12 and Ephesians 4 talks about the idea of unity in the body of Christ. That 
everyone has their own job to do. Everyone is different. Everyone has their own skills. But we 
as people cannot work alone. We must work together, just as the human body works 
together to allow us to walk and talk. Just because someone is the president, and another is 
a teacher, doesnôt make the teacher any less important than the president. Sure, the 
president is in charge of an entire nation. But where did he get the skills to learn how to 
become the president? Through a teachers knowledge. A team needs individual greatness, 
but it is teamwork that allows that greatness to be shown. Teamwork divides the task, and 
multiplies the success. 
 
From ancient times to today, cooperation is tightly linked to the success we achieve as a 
whole. Take sport as an example. Take the game of soccer. If all eleven players only knew 
how to play defense, how would they score goals? And if they only knew how to attack, how 
would they possibly stop the opposition from scoring? You can have the best players in the 
whole of New Zealand, but if those players didnôt know how to cooperate and work as a 
team, nothing would come from their greatness. All Whites vs. Italy in the 2010 Soccer World 
Cup. World No 1s vs. little old New Zealand. End result - a one all draw. Why? Because on 
the day, New Zealand played the better game and worked the best as a team. Italy was 
expected to win five or six nil easy. But New Zealand shocked the world with the one all 
draw. Italy has four players ranked in the top 50 soccer players in the world, and I couldnôt 
find any New Zealand players anywhere near top 50, so how did we get the result that we 
did? Through Teamwork and cooperation.  
 
I spent quite a while thinking about how to talk about cooperation without covering the same 
ground. After all, the concept is something that we have had drummed into our heads since 
before we can remember. Then I found this quote: 
 
ñA boy was throwing pebbles into a stream. For a while nothing happened, but after a time, 
one by one, the pebbles piled up and eventually formed a dam, stopping the flow of the 
stream.ò 
 
This is usually used to illustrate how our problems tend to pile up and affect our day to day 
lives, but I choose to take another lesson from it. Alone we are small. Alone we can be swept 
away by the chaos of life, or the difficulty of a challenge. But together we can be great. 
Together we can support each other to achieve more than we ever thought possible. 
 
When I was talking to my sister, Chanelle, she said this about cooperation: 
 
ñIf we all work together, we will be stronger. If we all open our eyes, we will see further. If we 
all stand tall enough, no one will beat us. If we all hold our hands up high, we can carry the 
world.ò   
 
Throughout music, literature, through film and art, we see examples of cooperation. 
Everywhere you turn the importance of collaboration and teamwork forms the base of 
success and the realisation of goals and dreams. 
 
Itôs all very well to talk about cooperation, about teamwork and everything involved in the 
concept, but if there is one thing I hope that you can take from this, it would be to think about 
how you can incorporate cooperation into your day to day life. Some people dream of 
success, while others wake up and work at it. Those that achieve it most often are those that 
make success a common goal.

Theme: The forgiving Father 
 
How many of you have ever felt like this?  Felt that your parents do everything possible to 
make your life difficult and miserable, and letôs face it sometimes they do, but we all know 
that in the end our parents are doing what they think is best for us, whether they are right or 
wrong usually depends on who you ask. The bond between parents and children is so strong 
that nothing can break it. This is the type of raw unconditional love that allows both parties to 
speak their true feelings knowing that no matter what they say or do, the other party will do 
their best to understand and support those decisions. 
 
This unconditional and blind love is exactly how God loves us, he sees into our hearts and 
knows our flaws and no matter how many times we turn away he calls us back to him. 
Malachi 3:7 says, ñReturn, return to me and I will return to you.ò In both our God and our 
parents, their love for us is so strong that no matter what we do, they will always welcome us 
with open arms.  
 
The first reading is a story about Jesus when he was young boy. Jesus leaves his parents 
during one of the feasts of the pass over. Pass over is one of the three biggest Jewish 
holidays. So you can imagine the distress of Jesusô parents, losing their son in one of the 
busiest times of the year. They searched the town for him for three days and were probably 
very scared and worried. When they found him they asked him why he had treated them so. 
He answers by saying óHow is it that you sought me? Did you not know that I must be in my 
Father's house? This story epitomizes the casual disregard that as children we quite often 
show for our parents, and even though Jesus completely disregarded his parentsô feelings 
and caused them a lot of pain and stress they were still thankful when they found him safe - 
this shows us the strength of the love between parents and their children. 
 
In the clip (see link below) I am going to show you, you will see the story of an eagle .A 
majestic beast that roams the skies, the eagle is one of Godôs most magnificent creatures it 
is surely the bravest, most solitary and independent beast that God createdébut sometimes 
even this majestic beast needs a hand.

This is relevant to us because it shows the tough love that is sometimes required from 
parents to strengthen the bond between parents and child. For me, my parents showed me 
this tough love when I first came to St Paulôs, I was happy to stay with my friends at Katikati 
College, but my father had been to St Paulôs and knew the benefits that the school had to 
offer me, he knew the costs associated with a school like St Paulôs and knew that his life 
would only be harder with less help around the farm, but he wanted what was best for me. 
So we both made the decision to come to St Paulôs, and after the first few weeks I hated it. I 
was homesick and I just wanted to go home. My parents also wanted me to come home, but 
they knew I would do better at St Paulôs than Katikati, so they sat me down and convinced 
me to stay. Looking back now I am so glad that my parents showed me the right way, 
because sometimes thatôs what a parent needs to do. They step in and make the hard and 
life changing decisions, that we are not strong enough to do on our own.

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In the second reading, The Prodigal Son, the parable begins with a young man, the younger 
of two sons, who asks his father to give him his share of the estate. The parable continues by 
describing how the younger son travels to a distant country and wastes all his money in wild 
living. When a famine strikes, he becomes desperately poor and is forced to take work as a 
swineherd. When he reaches the point of envying the pigs he is looking after, he finally 
comes to his senses. To ask for his parentsô redemption, the son does not even have time to 
finish his rehearsed speech, immediately father calls for his servants to dress him in a fine 
robe, a ring, and sandals, and slaughter the "fattened calf" for a celebratory meal. The older 
son, who was at work in the fields, hears the sound of celebration, and is told about the 
return of his younger brother. He then becomes angry because he feels that he has faithfully 
served his father, but he has received nothing for his hard work. Why should his useless and 
immoral brother receive the benefits from his father instead of him? But his father explains to 
him that it was right to celebrate his brother, because he had been dead, living with 
prostitutes and living an immoral life. But now, upon return, he is living again. He is no longer 
lost, but has found his way back to us. 
 
This is an example of the immense strength of love that is shown in the bond between parent 
and child. The youngest son did everything possible to betray his fatherôs love and we can 
take comfort in the fact that our parents will always be there for us.  
 
As teenagers we are generally an ungrateful lot. We have a tendency to demand. We want 
this, we need that, and generally we focus on what our parents havenôt done for us. We 
focus on material things like that new cellphone we want or say how hard done by we are 
compared to our friends. We generally fail to recognise the immense work and effort our 
parents do to keep us happy and every day sacrifices they make for us. And if you donôt 
believe me just look at the emblem on your school blazer, it says ñState in Fideò. And it 
symbolises the fact that you go to St Paulôs. This represents the sacrifice your parents have 
made for you and for your future. 
 
Finally I leave you with this image. Itôs a painting by Frank Wesley, and is entitled ñThe 
forgiving Fatherò and I believe this pictorially portrays the unconditional love between parents 
and their children.  
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ATTENDANCE AT SUNDAY CHAPEL SERVICES ï NOT AN OPTION, BUT A REQUIREMENT AT ST 

PAULôS COLLEGIATE SCHOOL

Students are expected to play in a summer and a winter sports 
team, they are expected to attend House Music festivals, the Carol Service and Garden of 
Remembrance Services and they are expected to complete their Sunday service 
commitments to their House. 
 
I will not hesitate to rescind a studentôs place at St Paulôs if they donôt contribute and give of 
their time to the expectations and responsibilities of School membership.  As a result, I will 
be writing to a number of school families notifying them of my concerns and the probable 
result of their son/daughterôs continued failure to meet the full package of obligations that 
represents what it is to be a St Paulôs student.

I had a friend named Ashley.  When she was 20 years old she was diagnosed with a very 
aggressive form of Leukemia.  It was devastating news for her, her friends and her family, yet 
despite this tragic news, she never let her illness control her life. She made sure that the time 
she had left on this earth was lived to the fullest.   
 
When she was just 21 years old, she organised a fundraising Gala in Vancouver that raised 
over $40 000 for cancer research.  She was nominated as one of Vancouverôs óNotable 
Womanô for 2003.  And, most importantly, she had a spirit that would never quitðshe was 
always laughing, smiling, and joyful.  I remember her showing up at a church conference with 
a shirt that said the following:  ñAshley vs Cancer 2003.ò  On the back it said ñAshley Won!ò 
 
Sadly, it was only the initial battle that she won.  In the end, the cancer returned in a more 
aggressive form and, after a long fight, she died in 2005.  But her spiritðher legacyðstill 
lives in those who knew her.  Ashleyôs funeral had more than 1,000 people in attendance, 
and despite the sadness, the service was one of incredible joy and celebration as well.  The

service ended with most of the people in attendance dancing to a song called óDance Dance 
Danceô ï one of her final requests was that people danced at her funeral.

Her sense of joy was infectious, her courage was staggering, and her spirit never waned.

TIHOI INTAKE 2011/2 UPDATE 

 
Intake two started their Tihoi journey on July 11th.  Fifty six keen young men embarked on 
their Tihoi journey, firstly with the traditional House Tramp in the Pureora Forest Park.  The 
first two weeks encountered severe winter weather and since then we have had two 
significant snow storms.  We have now been in action seven weeks and the boys have 
adjusted to the routines of Tihoi life.  The 6am starts continue to be a challenge; particularly 
with some severe frosts that we have experienced ï the coldest being seven below.   

 
The boys are currently enjoying sailing on Lake Rotorua ï this programme introduces the 
boys to the sunburst yachts and teaches them how to rig a boat and sail around a set course.  
The winds on Lake Rotorua are generally steady and great for learning, enabling the 
students to get lots of sailing in over the three days.  The Sea Kayak Programme sets out 
from Whareroa Bay and paddles the western side of the Lake ï overnighting at Scenic Bay 
and Boat Harbour.  The Sea Kayak Programme finishes at Kinloch.   
 
The Rock Two Programme gives all students the opportunity to complete the 120ft abseil 
and includes climbing at local crags ï Kawakawa Bay and Kinloch.  This issue is focusing on 
our Rock programme.  While at Tihoi the students spend five days rock climbing.  By the 
completion of these programmes all boys can confidently belay, top rope climb and abseil.  
Rock climbing in the Central North Island is outstanding with many great crags close to Tihoi.  
The students of the current intake are climbing at Kawakawa Bay on the shores of Lake 
Taupo and at the Kinloch crag.  These cliffs are beautiful, challenging and provide an 
excellent range of rock.  The High Ropes Course is used as an introductory arena to 
belaying and assists in students gaining confidence in the equipment and feeling more 
comfortable at heights.   
 
With the assistance of the Parentsô Association Tihoi has recently purchased twelve new 
mountain bikes.  With extended access into the Pureora Forest Park via the neighbouring 
Armer farm, the mountain bike potential at Tihoi is enormous.  The students of this intake are 
currently being assessed on their mountain biking skills and all students will have the

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opportunity do some mountain biking during their time at Tihoi.  This is an exciting addition to 
our programme.

¶ The resource was put together by the NZ Transport Agency in collaboration with a 
parent/teen relationship psychologist and an expert in driving psychology 

¶ The website has lots of great tips to help you connect with your teenager and tools to 
teach them how to become a safer driver. 

The Graduated Driver Licence System (GDLS) is a three-step process. So the things you 
need to teach your teenager will change as they progress from Learner through the 
óRestrictedô phase to their Full Licence. 

At the Learner stage: 

¶ Teach them the practical driving skills (in a range of conditions and situations) using the 
tools on the website 

¶ In February 2012, the restricted driving test is getting harder to encourage around 120 
hours of supervised practice. 

At the Restricted stage: 

¶ Young drivers are most at risk during the first 6-12 months of driving solo 
¶ If your teenager has friends in the car with them, theyôre ten times more likely to be 

involved in a fatal crash 
¶ Learn how to manage the risks using the tools on the website 
¶ It may be convenient for you to let your teen break their Restricted Licence conditions 

but: 
¶ your insurance may be compromised if they breach their Restricted Licence and 

cause a crash 
¶ they could be fined $100 and receive 35 demerit points (licence suspended for three 

months if they get 100 or more demerit points within two years). 

Your teenager still needs you 

It can be hard communicating with teenagers. But youôre still a positive influence on them, 
even though it might not feel like it at times.  So itôs important you get involved with your 
teenagerôs driving education and stay involved until they have a Full Licence.

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CELL PHONE BLUES 

 
A reminder that students may only use cell phones in the Student Centre or Boarding House 
during 8.00am and 3.30pm on school days.  Otherwise, I-pods and mobile phones should be 
kept in the bottom of school bags ï not in studentôs pockets.  In this óinstant gratificationô 
orientated society, a cell phone is often viewed as almost a part of a young personôs 
anatomy.  Tihoi proves that this isnôt the case ï six months of ñcold turkeyò in Western Taupo 
didnôt cause death or worse, social isolation, and students need to know that while the 
normal school day is operating that cell phone use is restricted to interval and lunchtime ï 
there are no exceptions.  We ask parents to be mindful of this and not be tempted to text 
their sons/daughters (for any reason) while they may be in class. 
 
Phones or I-pods confiscated will only be returned on Friday afternoons after the conclusion 
of school and then only when given directly to a parent.  Repeated misuse of a cell phone will 
see it confiscated for a full term.  Please donôt ask for an exception to be made for your 
son/daughter, or worse, buy them another phone, while the original is stored in the schoolôs 
safe.  Young people (and some adults) need to know the correct social etiquette around cell 
phones ï it is not acceptable for them to go off/or be used in class, Chapel or Assembly. 

 
 

SIBLING ENROLMENTS FOR 2013 ONWARDS 

 

A reminder to all existing School family ï if you have further children to enrol into St Paulôs 
for future years, please make sure that we have an Application for Admission form on file for 
them so that we can make contact with you early in the year prior to enrolment to ensure 
they are interviewed early to avoid disappointment.  This especially applies to boarding 
students as Year 9 beds are limited in number in each boarding house and once they are all 
allocated, we will only be able to offer a waitlist scenario despite family affiliations.

At this stage of the year we have seven boarding families waitlisted for the 2012 intake and 
indications are that this will be replicated in at least 2013/2014, forcing the Board of Trustees 
to consider increasing the number of boarders it can potentially accommodate.  However, 
siblings of existing School families should not be affected by this over demand, as long as 
they have completed an Application for Admission well in advance of their year of entry and 
arrange for an enrolment interview early in the year preceding entry.

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CONCLUDING REMARKS 

 
The past eight weeks have produced many highlights: An outstanding musical production of 
ñDamn Yankeesò, St Paulôs representation at the IBSC International Conference in London, 
accolades for our Rock bands at the Regional competition, the announcement that we had 
the top two students in the country (at Year 12 and 13) for the ICAS Science competition, our 
1st XI girls and boysô Hockey teams and the Under 14 Rugby side making the finals of the 
provincial sporting competitions, talented performances at House Music solo, group and 
choir competitions. 
 
John Badalamentôs visit proved a great success and was well supported by just over 130 
fathers and sons and fifty mothers for the luncheon event.  Articulate, John delivered an 
excellent message that appears to have been extremely well received by those in 
attendance.  Given the success of this type of event, we intend hosting another event along 
similar lines in 2012. 
 
Year 11, 12 and 13 students are currently in the middle of their very important Benchmark 
examinations.  They have just five school weeks until the start of Cambridge examinations 
and seven school weeks before NCEA examinations commence.  With the end of winter 
sports, academic studies need to take precedence in both our studentôs minds and their 
actions.  Last week we hosted óU Can Doô seminars to help our Year 11 students to have a 
better understanding of how to structure and implement their revision programme.  We would 
appreciate parental assistance in helping students to prioritise and manage their time.  At 
least one week of the October holidays must be allocated to a revision/study 
programme for the upcoming external examinations.  There are only 20 teaching classes 
left before the NCEA examinations, so there is a real need for our students to be proactive in 
their private study. 
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The first part of Term Three has been very busy, but extremely heartening.  For a relatively 
small school, you canôt help but be impressed by the range and depth of talent amongst our 
students.  I, like you, am extremely appreciative of the length that St Paulôs staff go to, to give 
our students such a wonderful array of opportunities.
