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Dear Parents and Guardians

It is my great pleasure to present to you, my first
newsletter as Headmaster of St Paul's Collegiate
School.  This report on the School will be
relatively brief and will attempt to bring you up to
date with events from over the Christmas break
and a number of initial changes that have been
brought in at the start of the term, for both the
Day School and Boarding Houses.

Initial analysis of the NCEA and Cambridge
examination results indicate that our students
have done extremely well and a more detailed
summary of performance will be provided in the
March newsletter.

HEADMASTER'’S INDUCTION CEREMONY

Personally | am very excited by the opportunity of
leading St Paul's through what will be
a very positive stage of its
development. From my Dbrief
observations and background
research, it seems to me that the
School is fortunate to have a
passionate, loyal, committed staff,
Board and parent body, who have a
real belief in what the School is trying
to do for its students.

St Paul’'s has an impressive academic
record in NCEA, Cambridge and
Scholarship, but even more
importantly, it seems to have been
able to raise the performance and academic self-belief of its students, to a much higher level than
they might have gained in a normal schooling environment. This achievement is not possible
without a top quality staff, who show a real interest in the boys and girls under their care and who
are enthusiastic and professional about teaching responsibilities.




Tihoi provides a very special opportunity for our Year 10 boys to challenge themselves. The
participants in this amazing programme go through a fairly dramatic and accelerated personal
development process. | would imagine most schools in the Southern Hemisphere would love to
have a similar high quality outdoor education programme — one that was so well thought out;
resourced and running so effectively.

The structure of St Paul's is also quite unique. Providing what is “best for boys” in those crucial
formative years, in Years 9 and 10 and then normalising the interaction of the sexes in Years 11
to 13. | am a firm believer in a single sex Junior School for young adolescent boys. Thirteen and
fourteen year old boys thrive and blossom in a boy’s only environment in these crucial teenage
years and their learning needs are quite different from girls, while, | believe that a co-educational
Senior School offers significant educational and social advantages to both genders.

While St Paul's Collegiate School ‘is in good heart’, there are things that will need to be attended
to:

The facilities in a number of curriculum areas and in the boarding houses need an
upgrade, while ICT infrastructure and resourcing needs a refocus and an injection of
capital.

We need to work on our communications, both with existing parents and potential parents
and to this end more detailed information will be provided in the Headmaster’s newsletters.
Furthermore, we have just launched a new website which will we believe, be more user-
friendly and informative.

We need to raise our expectations of students conduct and academic performance. |
believe if you set high standards, students will rise to them. | operate within a set of
“bottom lines” on issues such as behaviour, bullying and equity of consequences, that | am
not prepared to go below. | am quite prepared to temporarily shrink the School roll, to
grow it in the long run. St Paul’'s students need to recognise how fortunate they are to
experience the opportunities that the School offers and must be willing to respect the
College and other’s property, the staff who help enable them to realise their potential and
show a loyalty and empathy towards others who make up the St Paul’'s community.

2010 represents a number of historic milestones for the School, not just because of the
appointment of a new Headmaster, but also it marks the anniversary of 25 years of girls at St
Paul's and the introduction of Year 11 female students.

NEW INITIATIVES FOR 2010

A new Headmaster invariably brings some form of change to a school. In Term One my main role will
be to observe and evaluate. | hope through the various functions and sporting events | will get an
opportunity to meet many of you. | intend visiting each of the St Paul's staff teaching a couple of
lessons over the first couple of months to help me to get a feel for the School. Through discussions
with staff and Board, attendance at Parents’ Association meetings, the upcoming ‘Fellows’ dinner,
along with analysis of the recent Community Survey and my own observations, | hope to have a better
idea of St Paul’s future strategic direction in Term Two.

Initial initiatives that we have implemented are centred around:



THE BOARDING HOUSES

Headmaster’'s Dinner: Each Thursday evening the boarders will dress in their shirt/blouse and ties for
a formal meal. Students will be seated in House groups, with Year 11, 12 and 13 girls spread around
each of the tables. The evening meal will be brought by trolley to the Head of Table who will serve up
the meal to the eight other Year 9, 10, 11 and 12 students seated at that particular table. The meal
will be preceded by Grace and the main course followed by dessert. In the past, St Paul's has had a
flexible system of dining for the evening meal, where students can come into the Dining Room
between a set period of time after sports practice. This regular formal Headmaster's Dinner will
enable the full boarding house to get together at least once a week, allow socialisation both between
the age levels and the boys and girls, and communication within the boarding house as a whole.

Evening Prep in the Classroom: Evening homework between 6.30pm and 8.00pm for junior boys
and 6.30pm and 8.30pm for senior boys, will from now on be supervised in the School’s classrooms;
with each Year level in a different classroom. The first half of Prep, students will complete their
homework in silence, with the boys able to work quietly in pairs for the second session. The library will
be open until 8.30pm, should the boys require computers to undertake research. Each prep room will
have two Year 13 and two Year 12 supervisors. This will give the seniors an opportunity to exercise
leadership skills and enable the younger boys to seek assistance from their older peers should they
wish it. During the term, Year 13 students will be allowed to return to the boarding house to study, as
they prove their ability to study independently. As Headmaster, | will regularly visit the prep rooms
along with the six boarding staff on duty each night. This will provide me with an opportunity to
evaluate and monitor how much homework is being given and how effectively the students are
recording and completing it. At this stage, the Harington girls will be studying independently in their
boarding house. At the conclusion of the period of time allocated for their prep, girls and boys will be
able to enjoy supper together in the Dining Room.

THE DAY ScHOOL

Formal Uniform Days: Formal uniform (Number Ones — shirt, tie, blazer/jersey, etc) will be worn
every Friday in 2010. In Terms Two and Three, it must be worn on both Fridays and Mondays — we
are currently investigating the ramifications of all students (i.e. Year 9 to Year 13) in 2011 wearing a
blazer on these formal days. Monday and Friday are the days that we hold Assemblies, have guests
into the School and take photos for the website, newsletter and School magazine to recognising
student achievement. There will be an expectation that the School uniform will be worn to a high
standard. Boy’s hair will have to stay off the shirt collar and ears and jewellery expectations will be
consistently enforced. We want to instill a sense of pride and ownership for the School, through a very
high standard of uniform. Any time a student is recognisable as a St Paul’s student (i.e. at Chartwell,
walking to and from school, driving a motor vehicle) their uniform must be worn correctly.

Headmaster's Runs (HR):  This will be held initially each Tuesday after school and will operate for
approximately 90 minutes. Students will be able to volunteer for the run to improve their personal
fitness, or will be placed on the HR by Housemasters or members of the School's Senior
Management. Participants will run approximately 3-4km, with exercises such as ‘unders and overs’,
pressups, birpee’s, star jumps, ‘crunchies’, etc interspersed throughout the session. A couple of
prefects will assist with the supervision of the run, which will also give me an opportunity as
Headmaster of getting to know and working alongside the students.

Cell Phone/lPod Use: Students will only be allowed to use such electronic devices in the Students
Centre/Sports Centre/Boarding Houses. At all other times during the day (i.e. 8.00am to 3.30pm)
IPods and cell phones will be required to be in school bags or students lockers. Inappropriate use of
these devices will result in confiscation and the items will only be returned directly to the parents at the
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end of a school week. Repeated misuse of cell phones and/or IPods will see confiscation for a full
term.

Recently we have some concerns about what students are placing on social networking sites, (i.e.
Facebook, etc). St Paul's students need to be careful about who they invite onto and what they place
on these sites. Anything which directly identifies them as St Paul’'s students and which brings the
college into disrepute, will be dealt with as serious misconduct. In the long term, once students leave
school, they need to be aware that this type of electronic information can be investigated by employers
when considering job applications. It is not unheard of for a young person to have anywhere between
700 and 2000 ‘friends’ able to access their individual sites. This makes any information they place on
their site easy to access in the public domain. Often things that are said in a verbal context, do not
look good in written form and are very difficult to retract. Nationally incidences of text bullying have
been a problem in secondary schools, your son or daughter needs to be aware that all such
incidences will be viewed very seriously.

HisTORIC MILESTONES FOR ST PAUL’S GIRLS

2010 marks a number of historic milestones for girls at our School. Early in term three we hope to
host celebrations to mark the anniversary of 25 years of girls at our School. This silver jubilee event
will be high profile one, which not only gives our Old Collegians an opportunity to get together but also
an opportunity to recognise the important role that girls play in our School.

2010 sees the appointment of St Paul's first
Head Girl, Alice Fisher, as recognition of the
co-educational nature of our senior school.
This year also sees the introduction of Year
11 girls for the first time. With NCEA and
Cambridge International both being three
year qualifications and the need to enhance
the viability of the co-curricular activities
available to the girls, the Board of Trustees
made a decision to have a co-educational
experience for Years 11 — 13 students.
Certainly the popularity of the entry of Year
11 qirls, (i.e. we currently have 33 girls
enrolled) has enhanced the viability of the
extra Cambridge classes in Biology,
Chemistry, History, and Physics, as well as
the existing IGCSE English and Mathematics courses introduced at Year 11.

GIRLS AT TIHOI

The School has put a huge amount of thought and preparation into the entry of girls at Year 11. The
girls’ camp at Tihoi was a great success and allowed the 59 new female students to bond and develop
friendships in a challenging environment. As Headmaster | met this week with the Year 11 girls and
Year 11 boys, and the entire female cohort, in their separate groupings, to discuss the reasons for the
introduction of girls and the expectations of all involved.

The number of Year 11 girls enrolled has exceeded our expectations with 34 attending the preliminary
camp at Tihoi late in January and with 93 of the St Paul’s school roll of 600 being girls in 2010.



NEW STAFF TO ST PAUL’S FOR 2010

St Paul's welcomes three new staff for the start of the academic year:

- Mrs Adrienne McDowell joins us after spending the majority of 2009 travelling overseas to see her
children. Previously she was the Director of Music at Scots College in Wellington. Mrs McDowell
will be teaching English, Media Studies and junior Music.

Mrs Judith Lander — As an interim measure, Judith will temporarily cover three senior Economics
classes, until a more permanent replacement is found. Mrs Lander has taught Economics and
Accounting at Kelston Girls’ High School, Mt Roskill Grammar School, Mahurangi College and
more recently, Hastings Girls’ High School, where she was also the Careers Advisor.

Mr Ryan McManus joins us as a GAP tutor in Sargood House from Guam, an island in Micronesia.
He graduated from the Southern Christian Academy in May 2009 and has chosen to undertake a
GAP year in order to follow his sport of passion, rugby during his time in New Zealand.

We farewell Mr David Woodley after ten years of service as a Physics and Electronics teacher. We
wish him well in his retirement.

ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE

NCEA/CAMBRIDGE ToP RESULTS 2009

St Paul's students once again excelled in the 2009 external end of year examinations. Our year
eleven IGCSE (Cambridge) results were particularly impressive.

The most pleasing feature was that 34.2% of our level three (Year 13) students achieved NCEA with
either a merit or an excellence endorsement. Another impressive statistic was that 98 of the School's
113 year thirteen cohort (87%) achieved University Entrance.

Our initial analysis of our boys’ performance in IGSCE (Cambridge) Mathematics and English indicate
that our students have done exceptionally well with 46% in Mathematics and 20% in English gaining
an A grade (over 80%). In NCEA Level One, 100% Grade Point Averages were achieved by Jason

Coventry (Accounting and Geography) and Lachlan Cooper (Accounting).

In Year 12 our top performers are listed below: Sam Hogg (Level 2 Chemistry, Level 3 Technology),
Kent Stewart (Chemistry), Michael Eggleton (Chemistry) and Sam Hewat (Advanced Physical
Education) gained Excellence for all their Achievement Standards for a subject; resulting in a 100%
GPA. Sam Hogg was our top Year 12 Scholar, with an impressive average GPA of 88.8% - two

subjects at which were at Level 3.

achieved a top ten finish in an event, with 14 of the squad winning a medal — an outstanding effort.

Our thanks go
to Mr Martin Holmes, Mr Gary Henley-Smith and Mr Paul Wilson for their superb guidance, support
and effort they put in to prepare our athletes over the last season.
