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Dear Parents and Guardians 
 
Late in May, the Board of Trustees and the Headmaster had the opportunity of attending an 
excellent Independent Schools’ Conference in Auckland, entitled “Understanding 
generational diversity – what’s up with Gen Z?”  Delegates were treated to keynote speakers 
and workshops entitled “How can education form young people in a media saturated culture”; 
“The ABC of Generations Y and Z: Teaching emerging generations”; “Improving young New 
Zealanders transition through adolescence”; along with a presentation by Mr Michael Grose, 
a prominent media figure and Australian expert on parenting issues who in his session, 
“We’re on the same side”, explored the partnership between schools and parents, offering 
practical strategies to support parents in their parenting of Gen Zers. 
 
In future 
newsletters, I 
hope to share 
some of what we 
learnt, particularly 
around the 
technological 
challenges and 
the potential 
causes of risky 
behaviour during 
adolescence, but 
in this newsletter I 
want to focus on 
Michael Grose’s 
work around 
creating parent 
communities and 
improving 
connections 
between our St 
Paul’s families. 
 
 
As parents we all have personal dreams for our sons and daughters and want what is best 
for them, but there is a real danger that at times we can “love our children helplessly”.  In 
other words, to do too much for them and try and protect them from the valuable life 
experiences that come from failures – referred to often as “helicopter parenting” (always 
hovering over to offer protection).  It is great that we probably have “a blind spot” for our kids 
and are willing to overlook their weaknesses and “go into bat for them”, but there is a danger 
of becoming “one-eyed” and too blinkered when dealing with issues they are involved in. 
 
Michael Grose talked about the challenges facing Generation X parents: 

·  We often have had our children later in life. 
·  We are dealing with children that “don’t play by our rules”.  Have a completely 

different set of challenges facing them. 
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·  We are bringing up families that are much smaller (i.e. medium family has only 1.9 
children).  With bigger families, the more kids, the better chance you will get it right.  
There is no manual or blueprint in bringing up kids and as parents we have a real 
anxiety about getting it right.  We all know what a big learning curve it was, 
particularly with our first child.  Michael’s argument is that with so many small families 
we do more “hand holding”.  As schools, we have the knowledge of what seems to be 
“normal” for teenagers and have a responsibility to impart this to parents. 

·  Time matters - We seem to be “families on the run”.  Our prime job as parents is to 
help “teach” the key lessons and experiences of life and to do this we need rituals; 
meal times when we sit down together around a table and discuss things.  It is no 
wonder that in countries such as Italy, where there is a strong food culture; there are 
very low suicide rates. 

·  Form matters - many of our children are increasingly growing up in step or solo 
families.  Teenagers living in two homes have significantly more organisational 
challenges and tend often to seem to be not as settled on the first day of each school 
week. 

 
Michael Grose talks about turning schools into communities that connect parents together 
and the School’s role as resource places for families.  He refers to the “disempowering” 
impact of technology on today’s parents.  Students seem very electronically connected, while 
parents lack the same level of knowledge of these technologies, while in addition also lacking 
the support from the extended family which they enjoyed in the past.  Effective 
communication pathways and parenting skill sets give families the confidence and strength 
when faced with teenagers who in Year 11 are telling their mums and dads that “everyone is 
going to the party”; “everyone gives their kids a few alcoholic drinks to consume”; “that no 
one has their parents on their Facebook page”. 
 
We can all gain strength and benefit from knowledge, understanding and the confidence to 
be able to communicate with other St Paul’s parents over an issue.  Young people are 
fantastic at manipulation and negotiation skills.  As a school we need to be an advocate for 
sound parenting practice.  Many parents won’t want to avail themselves of the advice that we 
as a School offer.  They may feel confident about what they are doing, but many other 
families would appreciate information on what is the ‘real norm out there’ – as a School we 
believe that St Paul’s has a responsibility to inform and liaise with parents about issues such 
as Information Technology, Alcohol and Drugs, and Societal issues.  We believe that parents 
don’t parent well in isolation and need supportive communities around them, to deal with the 
many challenges that bringing up teenagers pose for families.  
 
 
FATHER AND SONS EVENT AT ST PAUL’S ON FRIDAY, 12 TH AUGUST 2011 
 
We are extremely fortunate to have internationally respected facilitator, Mr John Badalament 
work with the St Paul’s community on the Friday of the second week of Term Three. 
 
Mr Badalament is an author, educator and international speaker and recognised leader in the 
area of ‘Fatherhood’.  His work has been featured on radio, television and the print media in 
the USA and he has worked with school communities in America, the United Kingdom, South 
Africa, Australia and now New Zealand.  A Harvard graduate, he has worked in state and 
independent schools as a Dean, teacher and coach, and most recently produced a book 
entitled “The Modern Dad’s Dilemma - How to stay connected with your kids in a rapidly 
changing world” – this was a best seller in the USA and the information it provides is just as 
applicable in New Zealand. 
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Mr Badalament provides a hands on approach to dealing with the everyday challenges of 
parenthood.  His session in schools around the world have been described as “life changing” 
… “his ability to connect and convey his message to parents is superb” …, “a tremendously 
uplifting and inspirational speaker”. 
 
Mr Badalament’s programme on Friday, 12th August at St Paul’s will be broken into three 
parts: 
 

(1) Mothers Over Lunch 
This session will be strictly limited to just 100 mothers and will be held in the Long 
Room (top floor of the Sports Centre) from 12.30pm to 2.00pm.  The cost will be $25 
which includes lunch, tea and coffee.  A brief outline of what John will cover: 
 
“Modern Dads: How Men’s Lives Are Changing and Why It Matters To Families 
Drawing on stories from his new book, The Modern Dads Dilemma, video clips from 
his films, the latest research, and his extensive professional experience as an 
educator, counselor and trainer, John delivers practical parenting tools as well as key 
insights into meeting the challenges of modern family life, including: 
·  Practical ways mothers can support and encourage healthy father (or father-

figure) and son relationships  
·  The 4 Practices of a Modern Dad: Creating your legacy, Showing up physically, 

Connecting emotionally and Modeling Healthy Relationships 
·  �Take-away activities moms can use to keep the lines of communication open with 

their children at any age”  
Note: All mums, regardless of how present or absent  their son’s father is 
in his life, are encouraged to attend. 
 

(2) Strategy session with St Paul’s staff 
Meeting of key staff – senior management, Housemasters and Counsellors, looking 
at how best to engage dads/mentor dads. 
 

(3) Dialogue with Dads (An evening for Fathers and Sons) 
This will be delivered over an evening meal in the dining room (i.e. 5.30pm – 9.00pm) 
and will be limited to 100 fathers and their sons (i.e. 200 people in total).  There will 
be a charge of $35 per person for the meal.  This session is described as follows: 
 
“Drawing on his experience working with thousands of fathers and sons in schools, 
John’s workshop is loaded with powerful stories, practical information, and road-
tested activities to strengthen the connection between fathers and sons. This 
enjoyable, one-of-a-kind experience gives our community of boys and men the 
opportunity to: 

·  Discover what all sons need from their fathers, but rarely talk about  
·  Learn what the research says about the surprising benefits of a healthy, close 

father-son relationship  
·  Discuss important issues facing boys today and hear how other fathers are 

responding  
·  Do a Relationship Check-Up with your son as a way of keeping lines of 

communication open...no matter what you think you know, there will be a lot 
you don’t actually know 

·  Leave with everyday practices for staying connected as father and son at any 
age  

·  Explore ways that the community of fathers can make a difference in the lives 
of children growing up without a father” 
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Note: Boys whose dads cannot make it for any reason  are encouraged 
to attend with an adult male role model (grandfathe r, family friend, uncle, 
etc.) 
 

I have personally seen John facilitate such a discussion with dads and their sons at 
Montgomery Bell Academy in Nashville.  It was an outstanding session, which really opened 
up some important conversations between fathers and their teenage sons.  John’s 
presentation has my strongest recommendation.  The only issue is that we can only cope 
with about a third of our dads/sons on this evening, so families will need to get in quickly. 
 
If mothers or fathers are interested in participating, they must complete and return the sheet 
inserted into this newsletter. 
 
KRONIC POSES DANGER FOR MEMBERS OF THE ST PAUL’S CO MMUNITY 
 
Parents may have recently read in the newspapers about a cannabis substitute that is 
currently being sold in shops such as local dairys.  Kronic is advertised as a ‘legal high’ sold 
under brand names such as ‘Potent Incense’, ‘Skunk Blood’ and ‘Purple Haze’.  Each 
product provides indicators to purchasers on the impact on being ‘stoned’ and the ‘high’, with 
comments such as “High flying … delivers a very potent hit …”  Made by New Zealand 
manufacturers, Kronic is a vegetable matter sprayed with chemicals called synthetic 
cannabis oils, which produce affects similar to cannabis when smoked.  Side effects have 
included severe anxiety, very rapid heart rates (double what is normal), depression.  The 
government is looking at legislation that from next April will aim at limiting sale to those over 
18 years of age, but are stopping short of making Kronic a ‘controlled’ substance or illegal for 
general sale. 
 
The ramifications for St Paul’s parents are: 
 

·  That young people seem to be able to buy a cannabis substitute fairly easily from 
local outlets such as a dairy. 

·  That such drugs pose a real health risk for many young people. 
·  That should a student consume substances such as Kronic prior to coming to school, 

on a school trip, or while at school, then they need to be aware that they will be 
subject to the normal School disciplinary procedures for the use of drugs. 

 
I would strongly advise all parents to discuss such substances with their teenage 
sons/daughters and re-enforce the dangers involved in using mind-altering substances. 
 

 
IMPENDING CHANGES TO SELECTION PROCESS FOR UNIVERSITY 
 
At the recent Independent Schools’ Conference, Dr Rod Carr, current Vice-Chancellor of the 
University of Canterbury and Old Collegian (Williams 1972 - 1976) addressed the delegates 
on the financial constraints currently facing our country’s universities.  He believed one of the 
challenges facing the next generation of learners is that there will be “a restrained number of 
places” available in our tertiary institutions.  He stated that “Open Entry” no longer existed 
and that universities were looking at selection criteria that best acted as a predictor for 
academic success. 
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In the May 2010 newsletter we reported that the University of Auckland was using as its entry 
criteria the “best 80 Level Three Achievement Standards Credits” of Year 13 students.  The 
higher the quality of the credits (i.e. the bigger portion of Merits and Excellences) the more 
likely it was that students would be accepted into popular courses of study. 
 
It appears as though other universities such as Canterbury and Otago are considering 
looking at the quality of students NCEA Level Two and Three grades.  Currently around a 
quarter to a third of all university students fail their first year of tertiary study.  However a 
student’s chances of success rises significantly if they are able to gain an endorsed 
certificate in NCEA Level Two and Three – students with an Excellence Endorsement at 
Level Two and Three achieve a 99% retention rate and an average GPA (Grade Point 
Average) of an ‘A’ in their first year. 
 

·  While those that gain Excellence and a Merit at Level Two/Three have a 95% 
retention rate and an average GPA of ‘A’. 

 
·  While those who gain both a Merit endorsement at Level Two and Three, have a 80% 

retention rate, with a GPA of ‘B+’. 
 

·  Whereas it is a lot more difficult to predict the success of those who just gain tertiary 
entry (i.e. 42 credits) or their NCEA Level Three certificate (i.e. 80 credits), so as a 
result it will be this group that may not be guaranteed entry into their chosen 
university course. 

 
The University of Canterbury is looking to attract those with endorsements for their Level 
Two or Three NCEA certificates.  They are considering financial scholarships for those first 
year students who gain Merit and Excellence endorsements, i.e. 

·  Level Two Excellence – a $2,000 scholarship upgraded to $3,000 if they gain 
Excellence in Level Three. 

·  Level Two Merit – a $1,000 scholarship upgraded to $2,000 if they gain Excellence in 
Level Three. 

 
While the University of Waikato recently announced two new scholarships for school leavers 
for 2012: 
 
The Vice-Chancellors Academic Excellence School Lea ver Scholarship 
 
$5,000 towards fees or accommodation, awarded to students in their first year of study who 
gain NCEA Level Three Certificate with an Excellence endorsement, University Entrance and 
meet the criteria for entry to their programme and in their first year are enrolled in a full-time 
programme. 
 
The University of Waikato Academic Merit School Lea ver Scholarship 
 
$3,000 towards fees or accommodation, awarded to students in their first year of study who 
gain NCEA Level Three Certificate with a Merit endorsement, University Entrance and meet 
the criteria for entry to their programme. 
 
�  Students are advised to submit your application to enrol by 1st December 2011. 
 
�  Their eligibility for the scholarship will be assessed when the University receives the 2011 

NCEA results. 
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The ramifications of this move by the universities are that prospective tertiary candidates 
need to recognise that it is not only their performance in Year 13 that is important for 
universities, but also the quality of their academic performance in Year 12. 
 
Regardless of whether they gain “Tertiary Entrance” or their NCEA Level Three Certification, 
it will be the quality of the grades that make up their course of study in Year 13 that will 
determine the tertiary qualifications that our senior students will be able to gain access to.  
This should act as a major motivating factor for Year 12 and Year 13 students in their 
approach towards their academic studies. 
 
CLARIFICATION OF THE SCHOOL’S POSITION ON CAMBRIDGE  
 
At a recent Board/Staff Forum in May, Mr Hampton (Assistant Headmaster – Senior School), 
led a discussion on the place of Cambridge examinations at St Paul’s.  Each subject area 
was expected to provide feedback on the applicability of Cambridge to their learning areas 
and outcomes and from this the Senior Leadership Group (SLG) has made a decision on the 
future role of Cambridge qualifications at St Paul’s. 
 
In arriving at the School’s position: 

·  We have taken into account that St Paul’s is only a medium-sized school which 
restricts our ability to operate a full dual-platform (NCEA : Cambridge) through to 
NCEA Level Three : ‘A’ Levels. 

·  That ultimately our academic priority must be our student’s performance in gaining 
tertiary entry, NCEA Level Three and Tertiary Scholarships. 

·  We don’t want to introduce any system which compromises the current wide range of 
student choices or the smaller class sizes we operate. 

·  That suitable Cambridge courses are not available in a range of subject areas (i.e. 
Economics, Technology, Graphics, Accounting, etc). 

 
We have established guiding principles that reflect the above: 
 

(1) We will only allow Cambridge subjects that will support / enhance student 
performance  in NCEA Level Two and/or NCEA Level Three and Scholarship. 

(2) Cambridge courses therefore will be for students who want to challenge themselves 
(extended courses only - not core – will be offered) relates to Principle (1). 

(3) ‘A’ Levels will not be offered.  Cambridge will only be available at Level One and Two. 
(4) All Cambridge students must have the opportunity to gain their NCEA Level One 

Certificate (i.e. 80 credits) and where applicable, NCEA Level Two. 
(5) Cambridge courses will have limited internal  NCEA assessments attached (and no 

externals) – relates to Principle (4) and minimises end of year exam log jam. 
(6) Year 10 academically able students  will sit up to 25 internally assessed  credits 

across English, Science and Maths – relates to Principle (4), while average ability 
students will have the opportunity of gaining up to 12 credits. 

(7) No student will be permitted to sit more than four Cambridge subjects (and four will 
only be by negotiation with Mr Hampton). 

(8) With the exception of English and Mathematics, no dual platforms will be allowed 
at Level One or Two.  

(9) Some smaller subjects may be able to offer a “combined” NCEA / IGCSE course. 
 

“We will deliver our senior curriculum based on the se principles”

Either IGCSE Physics or  NCEA Physics will be offered

Either IGCSE French or NCEA French will be offered (or combined course) 
 
All other Level One subjects will be NCEA  
This is either through department choice (e.g: Acco unting) or because principle [2] 
will not be able to be upheld because of range of a bilities and numbers) 
 
Level Two 
AS English and NCEA English will be offered 
AS Maths and NCEA Maths will bee offered 
AS History offered as part of Level Three NCEA course 
All other Level Two subjects will be NCEA 
 
ST PAUL’S STUDENTS SELECTED FOR SECOND ROUND OF “BR AIN BEE” 
 
Christopher Whiteley and Mark Davis (both Year 11 students) were selected to take part in 
the second round of the New Zealand Brain Bee Challenge at the Auckland Medical School 
on 28th June.  After the first round, Christopher was identified as being in the top 1% and 
Mark the top 2% of their cohort.  The round two competition was aimed at determining who 
will represent the North Island in an inter-island secondary schools competition.  Both boys 
performed extremely well, and although they did not win any of the individual prizes, they can 
be justifiably proud of their participation in this prestigious event. 
 
“DARE TO PREPARE” SEMINARS FOR YEAR 11 STUDENTS 
 
Stuart Wright from UCANDO consultancy will be at St Paul’s on Thursday 25th August 
(Week 4 of Term 3) to deliver a two-hour presentation to our Year 11 students on preparation 
for external examinations. 
 
Stuart is a very experienced presenter who works with a number of independent schools 
both in New Zealand and Australia. 
 
Areas covered will include whole brain learning, study planning, the importance of revision, 
study techniques and examination tips. 
 
We will divide the Year 11 students into two groups. Year 11 Day students will receive the 
presentation from 1:30pm to 3:30pm while Year 11 Boarders will receive the presentation 
from 7:00pm to 9:00pm that same evening. 
 
This seminar will provide invaluable direction and support for our students in preparing both 
for the School trial exams and for the external NCEA exams in November. 
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STUDENT SUPPORT SERVICES FOR LEARNING 
 
Student support for learning is provided by the Learning Resource Unit (LRU). The LRU 
seeks to improve the academic and social competency  of students, providing educational 
support for those with significant learning needs. 
 
Special Assessment Conditions (SAC) 
 
Applications for SAC for students in Year 11-12 have been submitted to the New Zealand 
Qualification Authority (NZQA) for consideration for NCEA. 
 
Families of these students should have received in the post a copy of the application for 
Entitlement to Special Assessment Conditions .  St Paul’s will inform the parents/students 
about the results of these applications. 
 
The applications for Special Assessment Conditions will be done by St Paul’s by September 
for Cambridge Exams. 
 

·  We can only provide SAC for internal assessments if the assessment is more    
 than an hour in duration i.e. if the student requires extra –time/reader/writer  

·   Exam Assistants are paid a flat rate of $16.00 per hour. This will be charged to 
 your school account.  

·   Students with SAC are entitled to use SAC for all internal and external   
 assessments once their application to NZQA has been approved. 
 

Tutor groups and workshops  
 
The LRU Department will be offering specific tutor groups and workshops to target specific 
areas e.g. reading skills, study skills, time management, essay writing etc. 
 
All students - boarders and day students - with Special Assessment Conditions (SAC) in 
Years 11-13 are expected to attend these workshops as part of their ongoing support 
programme. 
 
These workshops are also available to all other students who would like to attend and take 
place on Tuesday mornings at 7:15am in Room 33.

How do you get 643 students to be totally engaged, focussed and enthusiastic?  The answer 
is, “Arts Week” at St Paul’s Collegiate School.  In a week that started with a Variety Concert 
that saw the debut performances of Jazz Band, Marimba group, as well as the Rock band, 
competing in the Regional Rock Quest competition and impressive excerpts from this year’s 
musical production, “Damn Yankees”. 
 
On Wednesday, 1st June, normal teaching was suspended and our students took part in 
activities based around the theme of ‘Iconic’ Kiwi symbols which included body painting (won 
by Hamilton House), painting of an A1 board (Williams House), chalk art (Hall and School 
Houses), clay sculpture (Sargood House), wire sculpture (Clark House), scavenger hunt 
(Clark House), photography (School House), production of a short film (School House), and 
finally, the entertaining Lip-Sync (Hamilton House) to popular New Zealand songs.  School 
House took out the coveted Marty Wong Trophy, closely followed by Sargood and Hamilton 
who tied for second place. 
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On Friday, 3rd June, the week culminated in the House Drama Competition.  Little separated 
the Houses, who performed plays on the theme of ‘Traditional Maori Legends’ and the 
standard of performance was impressive. 
 
Matt Moana (Year 9) was selected as the Best Actor on the day for his performance as Maui.  
Matt’s performance showed a pride in the process of rehearsal and performance and a real 
talent for acting.  Every word he spoke was audible and delivered with energy and strong 
characterisation. 
 
All of the Houses gave their plays a lot of effort, but there needs to be a winner in House 
competition and these were the top three: 
 
3rd - School (Hatupatu) 
 
School chose an understated approach to the story of Hatupatu, concentrating on the 
essence of the characters involved. Bon Scott stood out for his energy and interaction with 
other characters, helping School House to a well-deserved third place. 
 
 
2nd - Sargood (Te Kanawa and the Fairies) 
 
Sargood was up against it when at ten in the morning their main actor was called away 
home. William Cooper filled in at the last minute and quite honestly saved the day. The 
enthusiasm and humour in this performance brought Sargood the coveted second spot. Not 
bad for a cast who weren’t sure that they were going to have anything at all to put on stage.   
 
1st - Hamilton (Maui snares the sun) 
 
Hamilton was a clear winner in this competition. Their attention to detail in costume, set and 
dramatic intention showed that they had spent a good deal of time on preparing for the day. 
Matt Moana was excellent and was ably supported by the rest of Hamilton House’s cast. 
Every actor was audible and there was a clear thematic through-line. It was obvious that 
these students had taken their subject matter seriously whilst still being able to provide an 
entertaining performance. 
 
DEBUT IN THE 48 HOUR FILM CHALLENGE 
 
For the first time, St Paul’s students entered the V48 Hour Film Challenge, New Zealand’s 
biggest film competition.  With 48 hours to make a short film, two members were sent to a 
secret location where they received the instructions as to what needed to be included in the 
film (i.e. quote, a character, a prop); the genre they had to use (i.e. sci-fiction, romance, etc) 
and were given between 7.00pm on Friday through to 7.00pm on Sunday to complete their 
final product.  Students were very involved in every part of film making – making a plot, 
filming, editing, etc.  The following is the report provided to assembly. 
 
“On the 21st and 22nd of May, twenty three determined students agreed to stay trapped within 
the School for a full 48 hours to make a film. These people were our School’s 2011 V48 Hour 
Film Challenge team.  
 
On the Friday evening, at the beginning of the Challenge, our two directors - Catherine 
McRae and Charlotte Atherton drove out to the secret location within Hamilton to pick up the 
genre and details we had to include within our film. On arriving at the start line, we were 
locked in a room with all the other team representatives, and unable to leave until we were 
given the details. 
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The specs we were given for our film were: 
 

·  The genre of Romantic Comedy 
·  The character Bobby Young the ex-bully 
·  Our prop was a bent bit of wire 
·  The line we had to include was “What have you got” 
·  The film technique we had to include was a freeze-frame ending. 

 
Our first crew, ‘scripting’ came on, and worked tirelessly until our full script was complete. 
The last of the group worked until 4:30am to make sure everything was done, taking an 
emergency break at 2:00am to go to McDonalds so we didn’t lose any remaining sanity.  
 
The next day we began filming without a hitch, while Graphics began work on the credits and 
introduction. Our amazing music team composed as we showed them scenes, and wrote 
music to match the script.  As the weekend drew to a close we dealt with overtiredness, 
technical difficulties and a lot of other challenges, but we worked past this really well and 
we’re amazingly proud of every single member of this team.  
 
Thank you to the whole team, and Mr and Mrs Howard for making this happen for us. We 
had a great time, and it was a great feeling to see our film screened with all the other entries 
at the premier.  We’ll definitely be in this again next year, so anyone who wants to try it, give 
it a go! It’s worth it.” 
  
The St Paul’s video was entitled, “Love in Reflection”. 
 
CHOIR WINS SPECIAL AWARD AT REGIONAL “BIG SING” 
 
Seventeen of the best secondary school Choirs from thirteen schools in the Waikato/Bay of 
Plenty region competed in “The Big Sing” at the Bethlehem College Performing Arts Centre 
in Tauranga on Friday, 17th June. 
 
It was St Paul’s Collegiate’s first entry into this prestigious competition and our Choir 
acquitted themselves impressively, singing three songs:

St Paul’s received the award for ‘Best European Song’ for our performance of Haydn’s The 
Heavens are Telling. 
 
CULTURAL/LANGUAGE TRIP TO NEW CALEDONIA 
 
Ten of our students studying the French language took the opportunity to take part in a trip to 
New Caledonia from April 14th to 21st.  Based in Noumea, the capital of New Caledonia, the 
students experienced a mixture of formal French lessons, sightseeing, swimming and 
snorkelling and trying their French out with the local population.  They visited the picturesque 
island of Amédée and overall had a wonderful time immersing themselves in both 
Melanesian and the French culture.  Our thanks go to Mr Robert Aldridge, our Head of 
Department French, for giving our students this wonderful opportunity during the April holiday 
break, which will have significant spin-off in their study of the French language back in 
Hamilton. 
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ST PAUL’S SILVER AWARD IN STAGE CHALLENGE 2011

minute production which took out second place in the regional contest.

The draws were 
done and we were the first high school to perform on the night.

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HAWAIIAN ENSEMBLE VISIT ST PAUL’S

The 
course at Waipuna Park was demanding, with one particularly nasty hill climb, making the 
run up to the water tank at our School cross country pale in comparison.

ARTS WEEK CHAPEL SERVICE – THURSDAY, 2 nd JUNE 2011 
 
During Arts Week, Drama Teacher, Mr Nick Clothier presented the following Sermon to the 
Student Body, entitled: “Art Brings You Closer to God”. 
 
At this time of year at St Paul’s we celebrate the concept of art in all its guises. We paint, we 
draw, we act, we make films and we sing and generally have a great and life affirming time. 
At least that’s what we on the teaching staff hope. 
 
Culture is one of the four cornerstones upon which this fine school stands and there are 
many people in this chapel today who find the arts to be a worthwhile and self-fulfilling 
pursuit. But why? What is it about the arts that make us feel good? That helps us understand 
ourselves and our place on God’s green earth better? 
 
It might be a good idea at this point to get some idea about what art actually is. The Little 
Oxford dictionary says that “art is human creative skill or its application and a branch of 
creative activity concerned with imaginative design”. So according to Oxford, art is mainly 
creative. Great. Pretty simple so far.  
 
An ancient Latin proverb goes as follows. “Vita brevis. Ars longa.” This translated roughly 
means life is short, art is lasting. So this tells us that the ancients had the idea that the art we 
create as humans lasts long after we die. Okay, long lasting creativity. So far so good. So 
what we have is a way for the thoughts and ideas of creative people to last across 
generations.  Shakespeare, a person whose creativity has lasted 400 years so far, in Hamlet, 
what many consider his masterwork, has the main character give the following advice to a 
crew of travelling actors; “The purpose of playing is to hold as twere a mirror up to nature, to 
show virtue her own feature, scorn her own image, and the very age and body of the time his 
form and pressure”. Well to translate, drama shows our audience who we believe ourselves 
to be in the times in which we live. 
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So the arts do the following - They allow us to creatively express how we feel about being us 
in the world we live in so that those who follow us can learn and grow from what we leave 
behind. Pretty lofty stuff.  
 
But how does all of this bring us closer to God? How is our relationship with our creator 
extended and made more powerful through the human need for expression through the arts?  
God created us in his own image. Now this doesn’t mean that we look like him. This means 
that we were created to do good works. God in his wisdom gave us free will, the ability to be 
good or bad as we see fit, but hoped that we would choose to do good. It was a risk. I for one 
thank God for the risk he took and try to live up to the responsibility that puts on me. I’m not 
always successful to be honest, but I do try.  
 
Now free will has within it the unimaginable gift of individual creativity.  How does ‘Baby, 
Baby, Baby’ by Justin Bieber help us understand the connection between our physical selves 
and our spiritual selves. Bad example perhaps? Let’s think about three more. 
 
Michelangelo was commissioned to paint the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel and created one of 
the most enduring representations of humanity’s relationship with God. In multi-coloured 
splendour he gave the people of his age, most of whom couldn’t read, a visual idea of God’s 
grace and creative love.  
 
The aforementioned William Shakespeare, through his plays, gave the world of his time and 
all of us since, ways of looking at our beautiful but flawed selves that are still arresting and 
compelling even today. He shows us how we can be good and bad and shows us in gory 
detail the consequences of each path. 
 
I can’t select one single musician or composer out of the thousands who have used music to 
tell us who we are and who we could one day become. There are just too many of them. 
Bach to the Black-Eyed Peas, Beethoven to the Beatles, Benjamin Britten to Bob Dylan have 
all showed through their words and music, ways in which we can bring ourselves closer to 
the ideal that God put within us and how we can arrogantly push ourselves away from his 
glorious plans for us. 
 
From cave paintings to modern 3D film, from the dances done by our earliest ancestors to 
ensure a successful hunt, to the choreography of the Black Grace Dance company artistic 
expression has given us understanding of our spiritual selves and our place in the world that 
was both created for us and that we create anew every day. 
 
All of this endeavour has given us both beauty and ugliness, pleasure and pain but through 
our free will God has given us the responsibility to look at ourselves and through this 
examination in the arts to examine the good and evil within us.  
 
The arts allow us to creatively express how we feel about being us in the world we live in so 
that those who follow us can learn and grow from what we leave behind. In everything we do 
we are leaving a legacy to those who follow us. Now I’m not going to argue the comparative 
merits of Justin Bieber and Johan Sebastian Bach. Whether the words of Kim Kardashian or 
those of Martin Luther King Junior are assisting in our continuing evolution, is a reflection of 
God’s trust in us.  
 
Whether Jersey Shore is better than Macbeth, I’d be fighting a losing battle, because I’m old 
and you are young and therefore you won’t listen to me anyway. 
 
But think about this: The art your generation leaves behind will define you to the generations 
that follow you just like your soul is defined by your deeds. I challenge you today to think 
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about what you want to leave behind to your children. Art is about challenging the status quo, 
about thumbing your nose at those older than you and this is right, healthy and might even 
please God if it’s done right, but is it leaving the world a better place than you found it? 
 
Jesus said to us, through his deeds in his time on earth, that we can make our time here 
beautiful or ugly. That we can love our neighbour or give them a pretty miserable time. He 
said that he wanted us to be the best that we can be.   
 
When we are gone from this world like a sparrow that flies for a short time through a lighted 
space we have to make our peace with our maker. What we leave behind us doesn’t matter 
when we stand before God to justify our actions in the world but if we think about our works 
upon the earth, wouldn’t we like to think that we leave works that make the world a better 
place? 
 
Art is a reflection of ourselves as we are a reflection of God’s hopes for us. I hope that your 
experiences this Arts Week as we engage with our artistic and beautiful selves leave behind 
something so worthwhile that it makes you smile to remember the experience. What better 
mark can you leave than works well done. Works that deserve the gift of the creative free will 
that God in his wisdom has bestowed on you.

This is the story of a young man in the bible called Joseph. Joseph was 17, and one of the 
youngest of his eleven brothers. Joseph became very special to his father, Jacob, and so 
Jacob had a beautiful and special robe made for him of all the colors in the rainbow. 
However, all of Joseph's brothers saw this and became very jealous. One day Joseph had a 
dream that he and his brothers were tying up bunches of grain out in the field and suddenly 
Joseph's bunch stood up, and all his brothers' bunches gathered and bowed down to his. 
Joseph told his brothers this dream, and they began to dislike him even more.  
 
One day when they were out working in the fields, they decided to kill Joseph.  They threw 
him down in to a well. A travelling group of Egyptians passed through and the brothers 
decided instead to take Joseph out of the well and sell him to the Egyptians so they would 
never have to see him again. They took his colorful robe and dipped it in animal blood, and 
took it back to his father who was greatly upset.  
 
Joseph worked for Potiphar, but one day when Joseph wouldn't do what Potiphar's wife 
asked in seducing her, she lied to Potiphar that Joseph had abused her, and Joseph was 
thrown in to jail.  
 
Everything in Joseph's life had gone wrong but he was not afraid because he knew God was 
with him, even in the worst of times. 
  
Have you ever felt angry at the world and wanted to blame God? Everything appears to be 
crashing down around you and going terribly wrong. School is stressful and difficult and 
you're never getting things done in time. You're trying, but you seem to be disappointing 
everyone. Your friends don't feel like real friends; you wonder if they actually like you at all. 
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Your family doesn't understand you and shouts at you. There are people everywhere, but 
you feel so lonely. 
 
Joseph had faith in God and hope in his heart that things would get better because God was 
looking after him.  
 
Joseph helped the other inmates when they had strange dreams. God helped Joseph to 
understand their dreams and predict their futures, which came true. Two years later, the 
Pharaoh had troubling dreams that he needed help to understand. One of the people Joseph 
had helped who had been released from prison remembered Joseph's ability and told the 
Pharaoh.

It is just a story; a 
Greek legend but I like the theme. Simply, the legend goes that before Pandora's box, there 
were no troubles in the world and no one needed to suffer because everything was perfect 
and everyone was happy. However, Epimetheus had a box, which he was not allowed to 
open. He was sent the beautiful and funny Pandora who was perfect in every way apart from 
her curiosity, which got the better of her one day and caused her to open Epimetheus' box 
after being told thoroughly that she could not. The box let out all the bad things in the world; 
war, depression, poverty, disease and all the troubles and problems the earth experiences 
today.  
 
The world changed dramatically from the things that came out of the box. However, amongst 
all the bad things was one good, everlasting thing the earth had not experienced before.  
 
So the two children again lifted the lid. Out flew a sunny and smiling little person, and 
hovered about the room, throwing a light wherever she went. She flew to Epimetheus and 
laid the lightest touch of her finger on the spot where the Trouble had stung him, and 
immediately the pain was gone. Then she kissed Pandora on the forehead, and her hurt was 
also cured. 
 
After performing these good deeds, the bright stranger fluttered over the children's heads, 
and looked so sweetly at them that they both began to think it not so very much wrong to 
have opened the box, since otherwise their cheery guest must have been kept a prisoner 
among those naughty imps with stings in their tails. 
 
"Pray, who are you, beautiful creature?" inquired Pandora.  
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"I am to be called Hope!" Answered the sunshiny figure. "And because I am such a cheery 
little body, I was packed into the box to make up for that swarm of ugly Troubles which were 
to be let loose." 
 
"Your wings are colored like the rainbow!" exclaimed Pandora. "How very beautiful!"  
 
"And will you stay with us," asked Epimetheus, "for ever and ever?" 
"As long as you need me," said hope, with her pleasant smile, "and that will be as long as 
you live in the world. I promise never to leave you. There may be times now and then when 
you will think that I have vanished. But again, and again, and again, when perhaps you least 
dream of my being with you, you shall see the glimmer of my wings on the ceiling of your 
cottage." 
 
Just this year we've seen disaster in the Christchurch 
Earthquake, the Japan Tsunami and the horrific tornado season in the USA. At this moment, 
one sixth of the world are malnourished; one billion people. Life is unfair and we all have our 
own individual struggles. We've all been in that place where things simply couldn't seem to 
get any worse and hope is a difficult concept for us to understand.  
 
But that is why we have hope. It is the one good thing that is everlasting. An English Proverb 
states that "All Good Things Must Come to an End". Hope doesn't come to an end. At some 
point, Loved ones must pass away, good experiences must come to an end and brilliant 
legacies must finish, but hope is eternal.  
 
Hope is the one thing in life, which we can hold on to no matter what, it is the good thing that 
is always in our lives even when nothing else is.  
 
Something I’ve learned is that life is like a wheel, which rolls around and around. If you’re at 
the bottom, things couldn’t get worse.

SERMON BY CORBIN O’NEILL – TUESDAY, 21 ST JUNE 2011 
 
Year 13 student, Corbin O’Neill presented the following Sermon, entitled “The Value of 
Friendship” on Tuesday, 21st June 2011: 
 

Two are better than one, because they have a good return for their labor. If either of them 
falls down, one can help the other up. But pity anyone who falls and has no one to help them 
up. Also if two lie down together, they will keep warm. But how can one keep warm alone? 
Though one may be overpowered, two can defend themselves.

Two girls were best of friends, since their childhood. When they were small kids, they used to 
go to school together, play together and sometimes even stay at each other's places. They 
were next door neighbors and thus their parents were friends as well. The best friends 
graduated from school and went to pursue higher studies in the same college. Everyone 
knew that the girls were the best of friends. Nothing was hidden between the duo, because 
both knew each other inside out.  
 
After some days, one of the friends found the other behaving in a very strange manner. She 
would remain withdrawn, sleep too much and turn violent, very often. At first, the other friend 
thought it was just the studies getting on to her. However, with time, she became even more 
moody and frustrated. Finally, her friend couldn't take it any longer and confronted her with 
the problem. She broke down into tears and confessed that she was going around with a 
guy, who was taking drugs and forced her to take them too.  
 
The girl was not only forced to take drugs, but was also forced to bring money every now and 
then and was threatened with dire consequences, if she revealed the matter to anyone, even 
her best friend. Shocked by her story, the other friend consoled her. She then thought of a 
way to help her. Finally, she thought that she would come up straight to the point and tell her 
to leave this guy and get out of all the mess. She contacted the college counselor, who was a 
psychologist and narrated all the problem to her. She offered to help and said that matter 
would be kept under wraps.  
 
The girl was then advised by her friend to leave this guy, as he was torturing her 
unnecessarily. Her friend reminded her of her dreams of becoming a successful professional, 
inspired her to set an example for others and reminded of what her parents would feel, if they 
found out what their daughter was up to. After a lot of persuasion, the girl finally agreed to 
leave him. She was given basic counseling and was weaned off drugs, with time. All this 
while, her friend never left her side and always stood by her.  
 
Finally, they graduated and the friendship only grew stronger. They both went on to become 
successful professionals, but never let each other down by indulging themselves into bad 
habits. 
 
True friends are those, who inspire you to become the best you can ever be. They have full 
confidence in you. They would not leave you until your goal is accomplished.  
 
There is a difference between being an acquaintance and being a friend. An acquaintance is 
someone whose name you know, who you see every now and then, who you probably have 
something in common with and who you feel comfortable around. 

It's a person that you can invite to your home and share things with. But they are people who 
you don't share your life with, whose actions sometimes you don't understand because you 
don't know enough about them. 

On the other hand, a friend is someone you love. Not that you are "in love" with them, but 
you care about them and you think about them when they are not there. The people you are 
reminded of when you see something they might like, and you know this because you know 
them so well. They are the people whose pictures you have and whose faces are in your 
head regardless. 

In our generation today, friendship to a lot of people is simply based on the number of “so 
called friends” they have on the Bebo or their Facebook page. It is based on the number of 
texts an individual sends each month, or the number of contacts on one’s phone. In our 
generation, friendship is a competition, to see who is the most popular. I was once told that a 
true friend is one whom you could trust with your life and share your secrets with.  
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All of us at some point have felt self-conscious about who we are. What if people don’t like 
me because of how I am? What if I’m weird, or different? True friends are the ones who love 
us because we are different. They are the people who inspire confidence in us and mold us 
into who we are. Without friends we would all be afraid.   

The passage I just read earlier, explains why friendship is important and why it should be 
valued. In life there are many obstacles, and it is easier to overcome these tasks or obstacles 
with the help of others, as it says “two are better than one, because they have a good return 
for their labor”. They help us not only get through physical challenges, but also the mental 
and emotional challenges that we face. Someone who encourages, instead of discouraging 
us.  We recognise a true friend when we get into trouble, by the ones who stick around to 
help out. It is the kind of person you feel comfortable to call at 2:00am in the morning when 
you’re in trouble. They don’t ask “so what’s the problem” and then decide whether or not to 
come, they simply ask “where are you” as they are getting dressed to come and help. How 
many people do you have like that in your life? 

What we need to realise is that our relationship and friendship with God, is the most 
important one in our lives. No matter the wrong or hurtful things we do God will always be 
there for us if we let him. Jesus loved us so much, that he died on the cross for us. So if all 
else were to fail, we would know that we have a true friendship with Jesus. 
So I encourage you to stay true to your friends and be grateful for them, for they are the ones 
who you will be able to fall back on in life and rely on them when you need.

While 
Tommy Moss (128Km) and Liam Jackson (100Km) showed huge stamina in completing the 
greatest individual distances.  
 
CHAPLAIN’S COMMENT 
 
Last week, I watched in horror, despair and disgust as I saw the city I grew up in—the city 
that I called home for 35 years—tear itself apart.  Politicians, the head of the Vancouver 
Police Department and the media quickly placed the blame on ‘a small number of anarchists, 
criminals and thugs’ who instigated the riot.  After watching clip after tragic clip on YouTube 
and media websites, it became very clear to me that those who were rioting were more than 
just thugs and criminals.  The evidence showed that the thousands of people who could have 
either walked away (allowing police to quickly and effectively deal with the instigators) or 
stand up to the rioters.  Instead, those in the crowds chose to take pictures of the unfolding 
events, pose in front of smashed windows and burning cars, or actively take part in the 
rioting and looting.  It was a sad and shameful day for the city of Vancouver.   
 
Yet amidst the turmoil and destruction, there was story after story of human courage and 
heroism from those who stood up to the rioters.   I read about a young woman who stood on 
top of an overturned car with a homemade peace sign, an act which temporarily stopped the 
acts of vandalism until a friend pulled her down, fearing for her safety.  I saw video of a 
middle aged woman, armed with only her courage single-handedly keep dozens of would-be 
looters and vandals from breaking into a clothing store.  I watched another video of a man 
who was beaten by half a dozen people while trying to protect another store front.  I heard of 
a story of a band of young men and woman who encircled and protected a man who was 
jumped for no reason other than the fact that he was wearing the wrong ice hockey jersey. 
 
Then out of the darkness of that dismal night, new light dawns and more hope arose.  
Sparked by a Facebook site encouraging Vancouverites to clean up the city, 15,000 people 
descended on the city the next day to clean it up.   By evening, the boarded up windows 
were the only evidence of the previous night’s destruction.  When two young women arrived 
at the city centre in the early afternoon, they found that most of the clean-up had been 
completed.  So they held out signs offering free hugs to strangers.  Those who could not help 
with the clean-up brought out coffee and muffins for those who did. 
 
Out of the sense of grief and sadness over what transpired the night before, Vancouverites 
quickly looked for ways of bringing about healing and reconciliation for a hurting and broken 
city.   Boarded up windows became a canvass upon which people could express their vast 
array of emotions.  Thousands of messages of sadness, regret, encouragement and hope 
soon covered the boards.  When there was no room left on the boards, citizens took to 
pasting sticky notes on a police cruiser with messages of appreciation and gratitude. 
 
There is still a long way to go for the city to be healed, and there is still a great deal of 
outrage directed at those involved in the rioting and looting.  The challenge for the Vancouver 
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community will be to seek justice for the perpetrators without falling into vigilantism. I am sure 
that there were many thousands of people who woke up with regret at their involvement in 
the previous night’s events.  These people must be allowed to seek and receive forgiveness, 
while at same time being held accountable for their actions. 
 
As I reflected on the 24 hours which transpired in the city I once called home, it struck me at 
a very deep level how complex and strange creatures we human beings are.  In Christian 
circles, there is a great deal of debate regarding the nature of humanity.  Are we basically 
good, caring and compassionate or are we basically violent, selfish and nasty?  If we are 
basically good, why do events such as the riot in Vancouver occur (to say nothing of the 
many atrocities we see or hear about throughout the world).  If we are basically, evil, then 
how do we reconcile that with the fact that we are made in God’s image; that we are God’s 
children? 
 
Personally, I think the answer may be a both/and rather than an either/or.   Sometimes 
humans can be cruel, nasty, self-centered, quick to anger, and selfish.   At other times, we 
have the ability to be kind, generous, compassionate, and caring.  In the end, it is our 
choices that make us who we are.  God gave us free will: that was his gift to us as his 
children.  Our freedom to make choices is part of what defines us as being made in God’s 
image. 
 
On the night of the riot we saw humanity’s capacity to be nasty, destructive, violent, selfish, 
and cruel—all those qualities that we know exist even if we hate to admit it.  Yet in the midst 
of this darkness, there were those who shone a light through their courage, resilience and 
integrity.  The next day, we witnessed the best of humanity where people chose actions of 
kindness, generosity, selflessness, and love.  In all of us is the potential for both elements of 
humanity: good or bad, light or darkness, peace or violence, cruelty or love.  It is the choices 
in our behaviour which ultimately define us.  In each and every little choice we make we inch 
closer to goodness or evil, darkness or light. 
 
The challenge for us is to make those right choices so that it is our light that people see, not 
our darkness, our goodness rather than our capacity for evil.  Every day we are challenged to 
do that which is right and good and pure and worthy, even when those choices are unpopular 
and, sometimes, dangerous.  Will we always make those right choices? Definitely not . . . but 
that is okay.  It is what makes us human.   
 
And we must never forget that in the midst of humanity is Jesus Christ.  Jesus Christ came to 
earth to remind us that God is always with us to be our guide and companion.   He is there 
with us to be a source of resiliency, hope, and courage in order to help us to make the good 
and right choices.  He is there with us to reassure and comfort us when we make the wrong 
choices – to lay for us a firm foundation in order to once again find the right path.  He is there 
with us in—always—in love, mercy and compassion, never failing us. He gives us the 
strength to not fail one another. 
 
On June 16th, darkness and despair fell upon a city that I love.  Yet in the midst of that 
darkness, people made a choice to shine a light to dispel that darkness.  There will be times 
in our life when darkness will come, when evil will appear to triumph, and when despair is all 
that is felt.  Go into those dark places and make a choice to shine a light, knowing that Christ 
goes with you.  Because when we choose to shine Christ’s light, it is a light so bright that it 
has the power to dispel all darkness.

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SIBLING ENROLMENTS FOR 2013 ONWARDS 
 

A reminder to all existing School family – if you have further children to enrol into St 
Paul’s for future years, please make sure that we have an Application for Admission form 
on file for them so that we can make contact with you early in the year prior to enrolment 
to ensure they are interviewed early to avoid disappointment.  This especially applies to 
boarding students as Year 9 beds are limited in number in each boarding house and 
once they are all allocated, we will only be able to offer a waitlist scenario despite family 
affiliations.  Please contact Donna Shalloe if you are unsure about whether we have the 
siblings of your current students on file – 07 957 8889. 
 
At this stage of the year we have seven boarding families waitlisted for the 2012 intake 
and indications are that this will be replicated in at least 2013/2014, forcing the Board of 
Trustees to consider increasing the number of boarders it can potentially accommodate.  
However, siblings of existing School families should not be affected by this over demand, 
as long as they have completed an Application for Admission well in advance of their 
year of entry and arrange for an enrolment interview early in the year preceding entry. 
 
RETURNING INTENTIONS FOR 2012 

 
As we are in the process of finalising enrolments for 2012, we ask that 
any parents of an existing student from Year 9 through to Year 12, 
whose son/daughter is definitely leaving at the end of 2011 to notify 
the Headmaster in writing by September 2011.  If you are uncertain 
about your child’s returning intentions you must notify the School 
before 1st October 2011.  Any family not giving the required written, 
term’s notice, will be charged term one fees for 2012. 

 
STUDENT ABSENCES FROM SCHOOL 
 
St Paul’s has a legal responsibility to ensure that all absences are ‘explained’. This means 
that if your son/daughter is unable to attend school on any particular day, we would 
appreciate it if the parents of Day students would ring the School Office on the day of your 
teenager’s absence. Students should bring a note explaining their absence to their 
Housemaster when they next return to School. 
 
If your son/daughter has an appointment during the day, they need a note to verify this and 
must sign the ‘gate book’ in the main office Reception area. 
 
STUDENT USE OF A MOTOR VEHICLE 
A reminder that all students bringing a motor vehicle to and from school are required to gain 
permission from the Deputy Headmaster. St Paul’s students are under the School’s 
jurisdiction from the time they leave home to the time they return home from school. Once 
they have been granted permission, they must display their St Paul’s car permit in the car 
window. Prior permission must be given by both sets of parents and the School, before 
passengers can be carried. Drivers must have a full license to carry passengers.  Student 
motor vehicles can only be used at the start and the end of the school day.  Abuse of car use 
will result in the withdrawal of permission for a student to use their motor vehicle to get to and 
from school. Serious breaches of the School’s bylaws can result in significant disciplinary 
action.
