I met with Grant Landers, Principal of St Paul’s Collegiate, earlier this week to discuss the School’s
intention to develop their Sports Pavilion into a larger facility which would include a toilet block and
change facilities.

Midlands Hockey is responsible for High Performance and Development programmes within the
Midlands region, and we utilise the water turf at St Paul’s Collegiate constantly throughout the year,
both for training for our NHL and Under 21 teams, and as a base for our Summer Camp development
programmes.

Currently, there are no change facilities available for our athletes or coaches when they train at St
Paul’s — the only facilities available are a few unlit porta-loos which is problematic for our athletes
who predominately train after daylight hours.

The availability of a full sports pavilion including change facilities and a toilet block would be a vast
improvement from both a facilities perspective and a personal safety aspect.

We support St Paul’s Collegiate’s application to the Perry Foundation for funds to develop the
pavilion.

Since joining NDCricket as High Performance Development Coach, three and a
half years ago, | have had numerous opportunities to utilise St Paul's facilities.
These all year round events have included cricket camps for our best young
players ranging in age from 13 — 20 years old and also coaching forums for
developing our coach network within NDCricket. The strength of these programs
and the people involved in them see NDCricket widely acknowledged as the
leading Major Association in NZ Cricket.

St Paul's, as our satellite training venue, plays a key role in delivering our holistic
program to produce future first class cricketer's and well rounded young men.
This partnership is made even more critical as NDCricket's home, Seddon Park,
is now a preferred international venue and allows only limited access throughout
the year.

The proposed building enhancement will certainly add value to our ND summer
squad trainings and the games played on the front field. With the current situation
of parents and players sharing the pavilion's toilets and small space for changing,
| feel privacy and comfort are at times compromised. The new plan will eliminate
this issue and raise the level of these for all people involved.

Therefore | strongly support St Paul's proposed building project and look
positively forward to continuing the use of their facilities, and strengthening the
relationship we have, to look after the future of cricket in Northern Districts.

Dear Grant,
Further to our meeting last week, | just wanted to confirm our conversation in writing.

As we discussed, the St Paul's turf itself is an excellent surface to play hockey on and it is also an important
asset to the whole hockey community in the Waikato. In order to attract a number of the major National
Hockey tournaments we as an Association need to be able to provide proof of 3 quality hockey turfs in
Hamilton.

We are fortunate that St Paul's have invested in a turf, because that has allowed us to win hosting rights for a
number of national tournaments over the last few years. We have recently been informed that Hockey NZ is
undertaking a national facility and infrastructure review. The purpose of this review is to rate the various turf
facilities around NZ and set an ‘acceptable standard’ for facilities in order for them to be able to host major
tournaments and tests.

We get a lot of compliments about the surface itself at St Paul's, but unfortunately we do get a lot of negative
feedback regarding the lack of changing facilities and the inadequate toilet facilities (port-a-loos) for the
hockey turf. The issue is compounded for evening and night games.

As | mentioned, we need to do some work to get our Gallagher Hockey Stadium facility up to the required
standard, but also if your facility was to be improved with toilet and changing facilities we would be more
comfortable scheduling more of our weekly club games there, as well as a greater proportion of tournament
matches.

We also believe that with your proposed upgrade to your Boarding facilities, and upgraded toilet/changing
room facilities, St Paul's would be an even more attractive proposition for visiting teams to use as their base
for holiday tournaments.

Thanks again for taking the time to meet with you, and | look forward to our follow up meeting.

This tournament has been traditionally held in the Auckland region and following the
resounding success of the venue and organisational assistance of 5t Paul’s the
Waikato Rugby Union is pleased to confirm it will host the 2011 Tournament at St
Paul's.

Along with this Tournament opportunity St Paul's we acknowledge the support 5t
Paul's also provides to the Waikato Rugby Union, as a venue for regular training and
coaching camps also.

The Pavilion site adjacent to the Number One Field is a key building in support of our
activities in your grounds and we would like to endorse the proposed enhancements to
the building. Currently this building has limited ablution facilities shared by players
and public and very limited changing options for one team. This is not ideal.

The upgrade of the changing facilities and the conference and hospitality area will
provide our coaches and players with a centralised and secure area to change and
store gear and an enhanced area for coaching theory and game planning and
preparation. At present we have access to and share the use of facilities that are
situated at the rear of the School and a distance from playing fields. As well, the
addition of a grandstand as a natural consequence of elevating the building will
naturally increase spectator experience.

We strongly support the proposed upgrade of the Pavilion and anticipated our use of
this facility would only increase. We look forward to continuing to develop of our
relationship with your school and the use of the facilities it has to offer .
